To Be Absorbed In the Property—
. TelK About Licenses.

The Committee on Market» and Lioeneee 
was both inaugurated and extinguished at 
yesterday afternoon’s session.

Aid. Stewart was in the chair and there 
were also present) Aid. Krankland, Hill, 
J. R Verrai, George Verrai, Maloney and 
the Mayor.

This was the resolution, moved by Aid. 
J. E. Verrai that gave the committee its 
quietus:

That in the opinion of this committee it is 
advisable in the general interests of the city 
thnt the number of standing committees 
shall be reduced, and with this end in view 
this committee recommend the council to 
amalgamate the Markets and Licenses Com­
mittee with the Property Committee and 
that the members of this committee be ap­
pointed members of the Property Committee, 
end that the chairman be requested to in­
troduce the necessary bylaw in council to 
give effect to this change.

The motion was carried nnanimonsly :
A lengthy discussion ensued regarding 

the division ot the work of the various 
branches of the department.

_ Aid. Maloney introduced the subject by 
Suggesting that the inspection of wheat and 
fruit devolve upon the Medical Health De­
partment and tlie issuing of licenses upon 
the City Commissioner’s Department.

The Chairman: You can make up your 
minds that the work will not be done any 
cheaper under the police. They will not 
tell you how much money they expend. 
The City Commiesioner has a couple of men 
in hie department that could be used for 
this work and his department could run the 
thing much cheaper.

Inspector Awde, in reply to a question, 
explained that the outside inspection of 
cane—the complaints, efficiency of the 
cabmen, condition of the cabs, rate of fares, 
and all regulations—was made by the 
police. “The licenses are issued by my 
department and the money is paid to the 
treasurer.”

Ald.Frankland: Mr. Awde would’not care 
twbe seen in a billiard room. [Laughter.] 
It is necessarry that the police should in­
spect those places. The worthy alderman 
branched into an attack upon the bylaw 
regulating the weight of potatoes, etc. “It 
is diabolical and damnable,” he indignantly 
remarked. He told a pathetic story of a 
farmer who who bad come into the city 
with a load of potatoes. “All he had on 
was a flannel shirt to cover his bare bosom, 
but along came an inspector and seized bis 
potatoes because they were a pound or so 
light in weight. He was thus deprived of 
the means of taking borne neces­
saries to his family.” He held had that 
the City Commissioner should look 
after the weighing business, that licenses 
should be issued by the police and that the 
inspection of food should be looked after by 
the Medical Health Officer.

The matter was eventually allowed to 
drop, and its final settlement will devolve 
upon the Property Committee.

It was decided to ask the council for an 
? interim appropriation of 94000.

It was ordered that the agreement made 
with the railways regarding the construc­
tion of a sewer for the new cattle market be 
drawn up and completed at once.
