Waites and his wife had been spendinz
afternoon in the shade of the large
ttees in the cricket grounds. Towards
efening Waites' wife - called his atten-
tion to o man sitting very still at the
fdot of a tree. Waites paid no attention
td him at the time, but an hour later,
seeing the man siill in the same posi-
tion Waites walked over and found Mac-
donald & corpse. P. C. Page was noti-
fied. and he in turn notified Coroner
Johnson.
The Suicide Evidently Deliberate.
When the coroner arrived the body was
searched. The pockets contained a kuife,
a purse in which was a one dollar bill,
and six Canadian cents, and a Ilarge
> leather pocketbook with a number of
pers and several letters. One of the
etters was addressed to his wife, Mra.
M. L. Macdonaid, telling her of his de-
cision to end his life and arranging in
detail for the tramsaction of all his
business.

Sevéral ¢ards, stamped on ordinary
foolscap paper cut to the requisite size,
wel:;;r also found in his pockets. They
read :

The letter to his wife, which was quite
lengthy, was ~ Written in a straggling
hand, and encinsed in an eavelope and
addressed to Mr. James Brimstin, 3860
Yonge-street, who is an iutimate friend
of the McDonald family. The letter had
evidently been written on Sunday, and
thé envelope securely sealed. Whe1 the
poison taken on Monday failed to perform
1He work expected McDonald had re-op-
ened the envelope to read once more the
farewell lines. The letter bezan thus:

His Farewell To His Wife.

My Darling Wife:

I am sick at heart, mind and body. I
am almost distracted at our position. When
1 think of having to place you in rooms
in some old shanty in some back street
it almost drives me insane. Your cheering
and ‘encouraging words has kept me up for
a long time. You are one of the most
tectionate wives s man could have, and
have done all you could to help and en-
courage me. I feel 1 am .mentally unfit
to do any mors canvassing. I Dbelieve
you have noticed it, but I have kept it
from strangers. I am sure that in a short
time 1 would have ‘to go to the asylum. 1
now feel like it.

Therx {ollowed minute and detailed
firections as to the disposal of what
little effects he possessed. He requests
his funeral to be of a modest character,
costing no more than $30, and no more
than two cabs to be hired. He wishes
to be laid beside ** little Doty ” in Brace-
bridge. His wife is advised to sell the
household furniture, pay off the chattel
mortgage of $6U, and the months’ rental
of $20, and deposit the balance in the
bank, together with the insurance due
ber at his death. When all is gettled he
advises her to go to live with George,
evidently her brother living in Ulby,
Huron County, Michigan.

After wishing to be remembered to all
the girls the letter closes with these
words :

Give my kind regards to all enquiring
triouds. 1 know they will gather round
you and comfort you in this your greatest
hour of need. I have nothing more that
can bear up to say. May God bless you
end ecomfort you, and prosper you all your
days. Dear Ma, I would like you to change
your life if you meeb a person worthy ~of
you. O Lord, for Christ’s sake, pur‘])n‘ull
my, sins, and save iy soul in heaven. Care
for my darling wife, temporally and spirit-
ually, the balance of her days, and grant
at last we may be reunited in heaven.

On small soraps of paper, written at
different times, were several notes, one
of which asked his wife to erect a tomb-
stone over the grave of his mother.

Arranged Every Detail.

Carefully written in & bolder hand
than seemed to be his custom, was &
telegram his wife was to send to Rev.
George Nixon, Ulby, Huron County,
Michigan. The wording of the telegram
was :

“Husband dead. Come
first train.”

Below this again was
that the telegraph line ran direct to
Ulby, and no difficulty would be ex-
perienced in reaching Mr. Nixon.

A Tover of Wesley's Hymns,

Enclosed by a heavy black border was
written the first verse of Wesley's hymn
“Josus, Lover of My Soul.” The spelling
at times was poor.

more was heard of him until the body
arrived in patrol wagon No. 1. The re-

rter was informed by the niece that

cDonald had been unwell for a day
or two past. This is explained by the
memorandum on the envelope. Mrs. Mec-
Donald is about the same age as
her deceased husband and has been con-
fined to her bed for two weeks past.
When the body was taken to the house,
the bereaved woman was seized with
hysterics and was quieted only with
much trouble on the part of the niece
and some neighbors who were calledin.

Coroner Johnson has issued a warrant
for an inguest to be held Monday even-
ing, but this will be withdrawn when
the papers found on the body are exam-
ined by the coromers.

Jumped 170 Feet To Death.

Richmond, Va., Aug. 23.—Col. J. M.
Winslead, president of the People’s Sav-
ings Bank, this morning removed his
shoes and jumped from one of the towers
of the City Hall here, a distance of 170
feet. He was terribly mangled, his left
leg being caught in a projection and torn
from! its socket.

Deliberately Asphyxiated Himsalf,

Hamilton, Aug. 28.—D. H. Gould, who
kept a shoe store in James-street, near
Robert-street, committed suicide at
noon by puttinz his, mouth over a gas
jet and inhalinz gas. When diseovered
Gould was too far zone to be resuscitat-
ed. Deceased was about 60 years of aze,
and was well known throughout the
city. He was reputed to  be wealthy.
No reason can be assizned for Gould’s
rash act, and it is Zenerally believed he
was suffering from mental aberrationat
the time. He leaves a widow and one
son.

Paid His Debts With His Life.
Chicago, Aug. 23.—A. S. Tucker, &
broker, shot himself dead this morning
in Washington Park. Tucker was posted
on 'Change yesterday as having failed to
pay hip debit balance. It is thought
Tucker, knon\%ing he could not clear, pre-
ferred to enl his life rather than meet
the consequences.

RIOE CONTRABAND OF WAR,

But Japan is Shipping Coal Te Chinese
Ports.

The Central News has advices from
Shanghai to the effect that the Japanese
Government has declared rice to be not
included among articles contraband of
war.

The attempt of the Chinese Governog
to float a loan of 1,000,000 taels, to be
guaranteed by Chinese merchants, has
proved a flat failure.

The American Consul at Shanghai has
ordered the Japanesc living in that city
to discard the Chinese costume and ad-
vises a majority of them to return to
their native country.

Mr. Otori, the Japanese Minister at
Seoul, is reported to have been killed.
The stories in circulation as to the man-
per of his death are conflicting.

'fbe Jatest and more reliable informa-
tion concerning it, however, is that he
was assassinated by Japanese.

PUSESRR

.Effeet of Supplying Contraband at Shanghal

London, Aug. £8.—In the Honse of Com-
mons Edward Geurley, advance? Liberal,
asked whether the selling of vessels, coal
and ricé to China at Shanghai would
contravene the Foreign Enlistment Act.

Sir Edward Grey replied that if the
neutral powers should supply articles
contraband of war to the Chinese at
Shanghai the Japanese Goverument would
withdraw its promise not to attack that
port, and would at once begin operations
against it.

Shipping Coal From Japan to China.

London, Aug. 28.—The Times says: We
hear a Norwegian steamer has just been
allowed to land a cargo of coal at
Shanghai from Japan, and has returned
to Japan for another cargo. This seems
to show that Japan is not pressing her
rights as a belligerent to the fullest ex-
tent. This fact may encourage shippers
to dispense with war risks, but we hard-
ly think coal will be allowed to eirculate
freely if the war continues.

Chinese Advance.

Shanghai, Aug. 28.—A reliable Taku
correspondent, writing on Aug. 19, says
that the Chinese transport Lee-Yuen had
just received orders to take im; bunker
eoal and 400 tons of larze coal for the
fleet at Wei-Hai-Wei, and her captain
wae instructed to place himself under the
orders of Admiral Ting. A large body of
troops, said to amount to 80,00 in all,
are hasteningz from Kirin and Moukden
to Shavhaikwan to oppose the landing
of the Japanese should they attempt to
make a flank movement on the *“Key
of| Pekin,” .

Four cruisers ol the Peiyang squadron
are to be permaneantly stationed there,
ag it is believed that the Japanese pro-
gram inclndes a free railway ride thence
to Tientsin.

It is veported among the Chinese of-
ficials that 12,000"f the Viceroy’s troops
left Taku on the 20th inst., in China mer-
chant steamers, convoyed by eight gun-
boats, with instructions if the Japanese
oppose the landing to fire on them.

A4 WELLKNOWN TORONYO CHAR-.
AOTER PASSES AWATY.

John Anderson, Who Made a Living By
Selling Cancelled Stamips, Ne More—
Left An Hstate Valued At Forty Thou-
sand Dellars, and Has No Heirs So Far
As 1s Known.

On April 15, 1898 ,John Anderson, &
well-known local character reeiding at
18 Temperanke-street, was arrested on &
charge of issuing cancelled stamps. An-
derson was @& familiar figure around
nearly all the down-town offices, as he
was always to be found rooting through
old heaps of rubbish, hunting for en-
velopes with stamps upon them

When his rooms were searched the of-
ficers found & large chest literally filled
to the rim with boxes of Canadian
stamps of different denominations and
postal cards, the cancellation marks. on
which had been so deftly removed as to
in many cases defy the eyes of an ex-
pert. A large bottle containing the
cheémical solution with which the old
man accomplished the cancellations was
also found in tlie room. 4

He was tried at the Fall Assizes last
year and convicted and gentenced to five
years ‘imprisonment in Kingston peni-
tentiary.

It was understood at the time of his
c%uviction that he was worth consider-
able D .

Yesterddy . Anderson died in Kingston
penitentiary after two weeks illness, and
it is understood left an estate valued
at $40,000. Of this sum $14,000 is un-
derstood to be deposited in the Bank of
Toronto here.

Although advised of his approaching
dissolution; Anderson refused to make &
will. He left no heirs, and the money
will therefore revert to the Crown. An-
derson formerly lived at Markham, and
held stock in the Speight Wagon Co.

A RAILROAD MANAGER'S STORY

Told to the Chieago Strike Imvestigating
Commission.

Chicago, Aug. 28.—General Manager
St. John of the Chicago, Rock Island &
Pacific Railway appeared before the Na-
tional Labor Commission to-day. He
said: “Our first trouble occurred June
29. At that time a meeting of a few
Rock Island employes and many out-
and minute detail sof various alleged in-
motion was passed to strike, all partici-
pating in it whether railroad employes
or not. This meeting was addressed by
Debs, Howard and others, and it was
the beginning of the strike on our road.
No official notice was ever given to any
officer of the Rock Island Road that
the employes intended to strike, and no
notice was ever given the road to dis-
continue hauling Pullman cars.”

Manager St. Jobn then detailed the
incidents of the strike. The witness de-
clared the local authorities at Blue
Island were in sympathy with the strik-
ers, and interfered with officers of the
Rock Island road on several occasions.
The police of Blue Island on several oc-
casions arrested olficers of the road, and
onﬁe tried to arrest Marshal Arnold him-
sell.

“ Deputy United States Marshals,”” con-
tinued Mr. St. John; “ as a rule rendered
good service .at Blue Island, but it was
discovered that 27 of the marshals were
striking switchmen, sworn in by order
of the president of the A. R. U.”

Manazer St. John gave dates, names
an dminute details of various allezed in-
terference with irains by strikers. He
scored the Chieaze police force, and de-
clared they often stood idly by and per-
mitted overt acts. He cited fires hy the
score, and declared that in some cases
those who tried to put them out were
shot at. New men were waylaid on the
streets and beaten, and the road on July
&’ deemed it inexpedient to send out new
employes, fearinz they would be killed.
By July 12 the troubl ebezan to abate,
and by July 16 everythinz was quiet.

“The totel number of men who actu-
ally struck was 522, the rest beinz in-
timidated,” said Mr. St. Johu. “' The
total number reinstated was 74. About
5,000 men were out altogether. All men
have been re-employed against whom
there wer eno charges.”

When asked about the relations between
the Pullman Company and the Rock Is-
land road Mr. $St. John tendered the
commission, the contract, but asked that
it'be kept from the general public.

The commission refused to take it on
these terms. The Rock Island Company
owns a half juterest in all its Pullman
cars. By the contract the Rock Island
is obliged to operate Pullman cars,
strike or no strike.

Manager St. John fixed the losses of
the company during the strike at from
$800,000 to $1,000,000. Fire Marshal J. L.
Kenyon, who has charge of the district
from both-street to Pullman, testified
that 832 cars had been burned in his
district during the strike.

Strikers May Tie Up the Hocking Valley.

Columbus, 0., Aug. 28.—The employes
of the Hoeking Valley Railroad at Nel-
sonville went out on strike this morning
because Receiver Waite has not recog-
nized the old committee of the employes
that managed the former strike. The
strike promises another’tie-up on this
road.

Riots Among Scotch Striking Miners.

Glaszow, Aug. 23.—In connection with
the coal strikes serious riotinz has oc-
curred, and several pits have been wreck-
ed by disorderly mobs. Donaldson., the
leader of the strikinz miners, and five
other persons who have been prominent
during the strike have been arrested.

Sovereign Declares Debs’ Scheme Unwork-
able.

Philadelphia, Pa., Aug. 23.—General
Master Workman Sovereign of the
Knights ol Labor stated that he favors
the scheme of President Debs of the
American Railway Union regarding the
formation of a union which would com-
bine all trainmen. The head of the
Knights of Labor, however, thinks it
would be impossible to accomplish such
a thing Trom the fact that the various
railway organizations would not surren-
der their,identity.

Arbitrators to Apportion Sealing Damages.
Washington, Aug. 238.—Secretary Gres-
ham’ and Sir Julian Pauncefote, the Brit-
ish’ Ambassador, have agreed upon & con-
vention to be ratified- by the United
States and Great Britain, providinz for
a commission to meet at Vancouver and
consider the amounts of damagzes to
paid by the United States for seizing Cana-
dian sealers more than three miles
from land from 1886 to 1890, inclusive.

THE VALLEYFIELD MURDER.

Barbe Thought To Have Been Killed In &
Quarrel Over An Old-Time
Love Affair.

Valleyfield, Aug. 23. — Theodore Myre, |

the village blacksmith of Ste. Barbe, who
was murdered and his body sent homer in
a ocart, was the victim of a bar-room brawl.

Myre, when through with his labors on
Monday evening, threw on his coat, and,
harnessing his horses, in a light cart, drove
over to Cazaville, five miles distant, which
is a favorite gathering place for men for
many miles around. When the crowd gets
together there It is customary for its
members to consume a considerable quan-
tity of bad whisky, and Monday night
seems to have been no exception to the
rule.

Late in the evening he joined a card
party at the hotel, and one of the players
was a man named Corry.

The deceased and Corry, it transpires,
once loved the same woman, the one that
now mourns the jose of a kind husband and
father of six little ones. The two men com-
menced to talk over old times, and a bad
sore was reopened, which led to a serious
quarrel. Nothing more than hard words
were exchanged, however, and after pro-
curing a pint of high Wwines Corry de-
parted apparently for home, and Myre did
likewise, both leaving within a few minutes
of each other.

The deed of the assassin Wwas witnessed
by no one, and though Corry is suspect-
ed, and will probahly be arrested, the evi-
dence against him is purely circumstantial.

THE ARMOR PLATE FRAUDS,

Plates Now On Certain Ships To Be Re-
moved and Tested,

Washington, Aug. 23.—The one item of
interest in the proceedings of the House

to-day was the animated colloquoy be-

tween Mr. Cummings (Dem., N. Y.) and

Mr. W. A. Stone, (Rep., Penn.) over the
report of the ~committee on naval af-
fairs, upon the investigation into the al-
leged armorplate frauds. The report was

accompanied by a joint resolution (which

'was agreed to) directing the Secretary
of the Navy to have plates now on certain
ships removed and subjected to ballistic
tests to determine their quality. These
aré the plates in which defects were
shown in the investigation to have ex-
isted, and the tests were suggested to
termine whether or not they are up to
contract requirements. Mr. Stone as-
serted that tue Carnegie Company, whil?
just as anxious for the investigation and
tests as the House or committee, had
not been accorded fair play in the in-
vestigation. This aroused Mr. Jum-
mings, who made a spirited response,de-
claring that the Carnegie Co’s. interests
had been more. carefully attended to in
the investigation than had those of the
Navy department, which had also, he
said, been on trial.

In the Senate no

Wool a Tariff Conundrum.

New York, Aug. 28.—Special deputy col-
lector Coueh will again go to Washing-
ton this week to lay before the Secre-
tary of the Treasury another conundrum
which has been discovered at the custom
house here in the new Tariff bill. It re-
jates to the wool schedule and is found
in Section No. 2897, which reads: The
reduction of the rutéa of duty herein pro-
vided for manufactures of wool shall
take effect Jan. 1, 1895. The custom
house officials here. want to know
whether the phrase *“The rates of duty
herein provided for manufactures of
wool” shal} be construed as a general
phrase applicable to the whole wool
schedule or only to manufactures of wool
as distinguished from manufactures of
worsted goat hair or alpaca. The latter
interpretation* would be far reachinz.
these officers say. If the phrase limits
wool, a portion of the wool schedule
would become operative as soon as the
bill became a law; that is, manufactured
worsted, goat and alpaca hair, etc.
would not have to wait until January
1, 1895, to be admitted into this coun-
try under the rates that the new bill
would establish.

A Cargo of Wool Waiting Of Shore.

Boston, Aug. 23. — Several days ago 2
barque was reported off Cape Cod: bound
to Boston. The name of the vessel was then
unknown, but it has been learned since that
she is the Portland barque Grace Deerling,
bound here with a cargo of wool from RRo-
sario. The exact number of bales on board
cannot be ascertained. The vessel has re-
ceived instruetions not to enter the har-
bor until the fate of the Tariff bill 1s
known.

IRISH RENTS tXCERSIVE.

Report of the Land ¢ issioun I da—A
Further Enquiry Asked For.

London, Aug. 23. — The report of the
Irish Land Commission was issued to-day.
The Commission say that the evidence be-
fore them showed that the Irish rents fixed
by courts botween' 1881 and 1885 are .now
materially excessive. The present system,
they say, appears to seriously impede the
ndryiniscration of justice to the tenmants,
owing to the expense and delays. The
courts generally have denied the tenant &
share in the value of his improvements.
The Commission recommend that the occu-
pant be no longer compelled to pay rents
on his improvements. All of these ought to
be regarded us made by him unless the
contrary be proved. It is urged that &
commission be appointed at the next ses-
sion of Parliament to inquire further in-
to the subject. The above mattereis cov-
ered by the majority report, The minority
lessening
the expense of litigation and revising rents
in Ireland, but contends that in the fixing
of. the judicial rents the act has been con-
strued in the tenants’ favor.

THE 8T. LAWRENCE ROUTE,

A Writer In The Times Discredits the
Allans’ Motives.

London, Aug. 23.—A letter appears in
The London Times to-day over the sig-
nature of Mr. Benedict Ginsburg, in which
the writer deprecates the assertions of
the Messrs. Allan of the Allan Steam-
ship Line, that the S8t.
