Mr. Osear Wilde has been the con-
spicuous figure in a recent controversy
in London, which has become interest-
ing chiefly through the opinions on the
ethics of journalism and the literary
tastes of journalists which he has ex-
pressed in a letter to Mr. T.P. O'Con-]
nor. “Literary instinct,”” he says m
one' place, ‘‘is, of course; a very rare
thing, and it would be too' much to ex-

ct any true literary instinct to.be
ound among the members of the staff
of an onlimu'fv newspaper.” This re-
‘mark naturally gave rise to some re-
sponse from the ordinary newspaper in
question, but in no wise compared with
the glee with which they hailed another
utterance on the artistic temperament
made by Mr. Wilde ‘later in the same
communication :  “Only mediocrities
progress, ' he declares oracularly; ‘‘an
artist revolves in a cycle of master-

ieces, the first of which is no less per-
‘ect than the last.” Barely has an ut-
terance been as widely discussed and
criticised as this. One periodical says :
“The u'terances of genius are not to be
scrutinized too closely, yet perhaps Mr.
Wilde will inform us how one thing can
~be less or more .perfect than another.
Bespecting the novel theory that an ar-
tist has nothing to learn, even in the
callow stage, there will be various opin-
ions.” It is not likely that Mr. Wilde
will come out of the controversy en-

tirely unscathed.
