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ANIMAL LIFE IN CITIES.

A writer in an eastern magazine
suggests as a possibility of the near
future the disappearance of brute |
animals from the great cities. The
prophecy is by no means fantastic, nor |
is its fulfilment likely to be so remote
a matter. }
Any one who will compare the traffic;
facilities of any large city of to-day
with the facilities in the same town ten
Years ago will see how largely the
horse has been driven out of use in the
metropolitan centres. The cable car,
the trolley and elevated road practi-
cally monopolize intramural transit, |
.and the time is not far distant wher!
the horse will have ceased to figure at
all in public transportation. Added to
these causes, the bicycle has come into
play and is now the most popular of
the means of individual locomotion. In
the near future looms the prospect of
the automobile carriage, with its nolse-
less tires and capacity for high speed.

Except for purposes of pleasure rid-
ing it is hard to see how the horse is
to have any enduring vocation in the
city at all. He must still be used for
some time for purposes of heavy cart-
age, but apart from this and the
coaches of wealth and fashion he ap-
pears to have no lasting occupation
and no future. It is by no means un-
reasonable to forecast a time in the
near future when, excepting for oc- |
casional specimens of the highbred
dog, there will be but little brute life
of any description in the metropolitan
centres. =g

One result, of course, will be toward
cleaner streets, the machinery which
speeds over the thoroughfares leaving
none of the accumulation which comes
from the incessant tramping of many
thousand hoofs.

STORMS ABROAD.

There has been extraordinary wea-
ther on the Continent as well as in
England. From: Metz come reports of
a hailstorm, resembling those experi-
enced in the South of Frkﬁ:, but
without a parallel in the Vosges) which
has wrecked the vineyards, anfl done
incalculable damage to the crgbs gen-
erally. In the valley of the Rhone
railway traffic has been interrupted by
floods, and miles of fields have been
covered with a thick deposit of sand.
Near Orleans the military camp was
swept away, the barrels of the rifles
being me]_ted by lightning. But the
strangest story comes from Rendsburg,
near the eastern éxtremity of the Bal-
fic canal. There, while a batch of 46
recruits were being drilled, a thunder-
storm burst over thém, and all were
prostrated by lightning, which leaped
from one carbine to another, making
its way to earth through the rearmost
man, who was killed. Fortunately, the
others were more frightened than
hurt, and are now recovering. The
year promises to be as remarkable for
its thunderstorms as for its frosts and
its earthquakes; and that is saying a
good deal. .

COMMERCIAL PROGRESS IN VICTORIA.

“Sweet are the uses of adversity”
when its effect is to turn people upon
their own resources and enforce atten-
tion to honest developrient. That part
of Australia known asithe Colony of
Victoria must realize this,- and will
some day undoubtedly look back with
thankfulness to what but recently
seemed its darkest hour. One effect of
the late bank smashes and business
failures'in Victoria has been to compel
the’ Victorians to endeavor to make
money instead of borrowing it. When
the Government came to look around
it found itself able to offer profitable
native farm produets to the East at
large. Accordingly, a couple of
commissioners—species of glorifled
drummers—were sent out with
samples of preserved mutton,
preserved rabbits, hams, mince-
meat,’ concentrated milk, butter,
cheese, jams, marmalade, preserved
fruits, tomato sauces, flour, compressed
forages and seeds. These commission-
ers held public displays at Colombo,
Madras, Bombay, Calcutta, Singnapore
and Hongkong. They largely.advertis-
ed their wares in the newspapers, and
{ had them inspected and talked about
| by governors, civil and military
officers, merchants, traders and resi-
dents.

The upshot of all this has been that

JOAN  COBURN_BOY PREACHER,
Takes Objection te The World's Report,

But Makes Statements Which Only Prove]
Its Accuracy~—Will He Be Restrained ?

Editor World : As I was leaving the
city for a couple of daysy on Monday
morning, I picked up your paper and
read what you had to say regarding
my sermon at Woodgreen Tabernacle.
I intended then to simply let the thing
g0 and treat it with silent contempt.
But since then, on my return, I find
that on the strength of your garbled
and misleading report some papers
who possess a certain degree of moral
standing have taken the matter up,
and I find I am being placed in &
false position before the people.It is for
this reason only that I venture a
few lines. Let me say that while I
glory in the freedom of the press,
do not think any paper has a right
to garble and distort a man’s ntter-
ance in any way it likes, and then,
withthat for a foundation, call upon
the /churches to bring the boycott to
bear. I have been advised, sir,that the
law that extends freedom to the press
hardly extends thus far, and that the
paper that trespasses in this way
leaves itself open, if it were thought
worth while, to take the trouble. I
must say that I could hardly repress
a smile—in fact, I did not—when
read your very pious lecture. on “‘de-
cemcy.” Really, Mr, Editor, I think
this would come with as much grace,
at any rate, from some other paper
as from The Toronto World.

As to your report, I beg to inform
your readers that it gives an entirely
wrong impression of my sermon and
of the feelings and motives that
prompted my utterances. Every one
knows that it is not so much whauis
Now, sir, you have taken leading and

{lmportant passages out of my ser-

mon—some of them expressing the
most tender feelings and sympathy,
instead of malice and hatred,and com-
passion with the dupes of Popery—
and you have seized upon a bald state-
ment or two, removed them from
their proper setting, put words into
my mouth I did not use, interjected
ideas of your own, and then thrown
the whole together in a disorganized
and disconnected fashion, and you
have dared to flaunt that before the
‘public as a fair representation of a
man’s sermon. My address was no
“savage” attack upon nuns or sisters,
or anything of the kind. That part
of it was simply an appeal to the
chivalry of the men and the Bympa-
thy of the women to inspire them, for
the sake of those immured sisters,
many of whom, in our opinion, suffer
untold horrors, to arise and demand
that the light of God’s sun be flashed
down inté the darkest corners of
these places.

But, sir, I wish
to know that if, after careful reading
and study along these lines,and from
perusal of the unrefuted testimony of
many who have been there, we have
reached certain conclusions, are we to
be denounced all over the country for
expressing our honest convictions
in the matter? Are we worthy of
censure because we speak a few strong
words in behalf of the freedom and en-
lightenment of the helpless, tremb-
ling women who body and soul are un-
der the control of that terrible sys-
tem? ‘Where was your -paper and
others when Priest Phelan of St. Louis
spewed forth his vilainous charges
against the Epworth. League and
Christian Endeavor workers—against
perhaps the daughters and sisters of
some who are now defending Rome?
Was there, I ask, one hundredth part
of the fuss made over it as has .been
made over one simple, truthful state-
ment of mine? Oh, no! A priest of
Rome may abuse and villify our inno-
cent womanhood without a reproof.
But let a man dare to expose the ini-
quities that do exist in Rome, and
many of the Protestant (?) journals
and people vie with each other in heap-
ing abuse upon him. Now, Mr. Edit-
or, I cannot here go into the proof of
my statements. I would not soil the
pages of a paper, even such as The
World, by a recital of the revolting de-
tails.  But at the proper time and be-
fore a proper (i.e., unmixed) audience
I am ready and willing to state the
facts.
