The Use to Which Y014 Will Put the 
Room Will Influence Your Choice of 
Fabric For Your Scheme of Furniture 
Covering.
There is such an Infinite variety of 

materials for furniture covering that it 
is almost impossible to Include all types 
in a brief discussion. Leather, wool, 
silk, linen and cotton are all used. 
Leather is dignified looking, and the 
good qualities are durable, but in the 
cheaper grades the surface tends to 
wear off and crack, and it is often 
rather stiff and uncomfortable. Silk 
materials are appropriate in certain 
places, but are too expensive for com­
mon use, except perhaps for cushion 
covers, hangings and possibly for the 
covering of a choice piece of furniture. 
Cotton is inexpensive and does not 
wear through quickly, but often it does 
not hold its color well and also catches 
dirt easily. Nevertheless it is fre­
quently used in cretonnes, chintzes and 
similar printed goods and in low priced 
velours, tapestries, etc.

It is worth noting that mercerizing 
and some of the other new methods of 
treating cotton during its manufacture 
have improved its appearance and also 
its wearing qualities. Linen is oc­
casionally used in materials similar to 
chintzes, but Its most common use in 
furniture coverings and draperies is in 
velours, a sort of heavy velvet material 
which is also made in cotton, but 
which is more durable in linen.

Except for the fact that moths and 
buffalo tiêetles are so likely to dam­
age it, wool is probably the most satis­
factory fiber for upholstery. It la 
more durable than silk or cotton, does 
not catch the dirt as easily as the 
latter, and holds its color excellently. 
It is made into a great variety of ma­
terials—damasks, tapestries, plushes, 
etc.

The use to which the room is to be 
put influences the selection of ma­
terials in furniture coverings and drap­
eries. Gay, light chintzes or cretonnes 
are appropriate for a bedroom, which 
one wishes to have clean and airy look­
ing, whereas for a living room sub­
stantial looking material like velours or 
tapestry would be more suitable.

Women’s Suffrage

At the beginning of the war some 
people thought women’s suffrage 
would be one of the issues which 
would drop out of sight for some 
time. As a matter of fact, however, 
the movement is gaining ground 
rapidly.

The Alberta government has an­
nounced that a women’s suffrage 
bill will be introduced at the coming 
session. A similar bill will also be 
introduced at the first session of the 
Norris government in Manitoba and 
the issue is becoming a very keen 
one in Saskatchewan with prospects 
of some action very soon.

When the women of the three 
prairie provinces have full provincial 
rights of voting and when, as is like­
ly, this will extend to votes in the 
federal elections, for provincial lists 
are used in both contests, a great 
impetus will be given to the move­
ment for women’s suffrage in the 
provinces where success at present 
does not seem near, for the women 
of one part of the country will not 
want to be discriminated against as 
compared with women in other 
provinces, in the field of federal as 
well as provincial politics.

Since last April the remount depot, 
now located in Ojibway, has handled 
70,000 horses on route for the battle­
fields of Europe. Last week 6,700 horses 
were handled. Since removing the 
depot to Ojibway there has been a 
marked falling off in the percentage of 
sick animals, due, in a large measure, to 
the improved conditions obtaining, and 
the excellent drainage system installed.
