It is generally oconceded
by intelligent men that it is desirable
o protect our grouse and quail in the
spring in order. that the supply of
breeding birds may not be destroyed,
and the only reason advanced for leav
ing the fowl and shore birds without
protection is that they do not breed
within the United States. Ifthis were
true it would be no good +eason. What
difference does it make to the sports-
man who finds plenty of birds whether
these are hatched in Maine or in New
Brunswick ? = Protective laws are en-
acted to inorease the supply of game-

and there is no reason why the aocei-
dent of a bird’s nesting to the north or
south of a political boundary should be
taken into consideration in framing
such Jaws. Butas a matter of fact, a
large proportion of those species
which are now without protection do
nest in the United States, and, were
it not for the continual shooting dur-
ing the spring, s far larger number
would do so. Time was, and not so
very long ago either, when great num-
beérs of fowl and shore birds reared
their young along the Atlantio coast.
Nowadays, however, the spring shoot-
er and the bhat bird collector have put
an end to that. They scour the sand
beaches, the islands and marshes, and
if by chance a pair of birds look about
for a spot in which to build a nest, one
or both of them are soon shot, There
is no good reason why any birds except
the few that are considered really in-
jurious should be killed after the first
of February. There should be in the
mind of every one who uses the gun &
dozen good reasons why they should be
jealously preserved. We have not been
weary in urging upon the public the
necesssity of the absolute prohibition
of spring shooting. The subject is one
which becomes annually more and
more important in view of the rapid
diminution of all our birds. To con+
tinue our present reckless course of
slaying many species of birds when.
ever and wherever they can be found
oan have but one result—that of prac:
tically exterminating them. It should
be the effort of each one who shoots,
todo what he can to preserve the sup-
ply of breeding birds. They may be
