thousand.

The old town, or Pueblo de Los Angeles, 
founded in the year 1781, so is a little
__ i hundred years old. But few of

the old land marks remain, the principal 
ones beiug found in the lower Spanish 
quarter, which is known as Souoratown, 
and consists of half-ruined adobe houses, 
roofed with tiles. (Adobe is a sun-dried 
brick). The main portion of Los Angeles 
is of modern growth, the population in 1880 
being only 11,113. The result is a city 
with broad, well-paved streets, handsome 
public buildings, massive business blocks, 
and elegant private residences. The finest 
cable car system in the YY est outside of 
San Francisco, tut extensive system of elec­
tric railroads Which will be in operation ere 
his is read, two great trans continental 
tailroads, and, above all, a magnificent aud 
rapidly-developing country.

Los Angeles city is situated somewhat 
like a hub, from w hich spokes, in the shape 
of numerous valleys, radiate. The San 
Gal riel to the east, Santa Ana to the south, 
Santa Monica west, and San Fernando 
north, are the picturesque names by which 
these valleys are known.

North-east of the city about twenty 
miles, and extending north-west and south­
east as far as the eye can reach, are 
the Sierra Madrc mountains, which act as 
a barrier to the hot winds that sweep 
the Mo j are desert. These mountains are 
from 0,000 to 13,000 feet high, and arc 
very different from the north and south 
mountains of dear old N. S. Their sharp 
peaks stand out against the sky in strong 

may often see on them the 
waving top of some old giant pine, which 
from the valley looks like a cat spruce, but 
in rea
feet high and eight or ten teet in titan 
The sides of the mountains are deeply 
rated with canyons,
streams tumbling down their rocky sides, 
which are
flowers and gigantic ferns, 
are cared for aud their contents housed and 
saved*in a way that is little dreamed of 
until one sees what wonderful effects are 
gained simply by the use of water, 
that apparently would not furnish plant 
life to a blade of grass, suddenly teems 
with fertility and produces hundreds of 
dollars’ worth per acre. But I am coming 
down from the Sierras too quickly.

The loftiest mountain right close to Los 
Angeles is known as Wilson’s Peak, and 
has an altitude of nearly 7,500 feet, and is 
becoming widely known as the site of the 
great Harvard Telescope, which will be the 
largest in the world. There are two trails, 
which are only “ navigable ’* i'ia the festive 
burro, or jackass, but a company has just 
been formed with a capital of $500,000 to 
build an electric railroad to the summit. 
When this is finished all we Angelenos will 
have to do will he to drop a quarter in the 
slot “and the railroad will do the rest.”

A few miles east of Wilson's, Mt. San 
Antonio or “ Old Baldy,” as it is more com­
monly known, towers to a height of 11,000 
feet, while near by Mt. San Bernardino and 
Old G ray back look down on Baldy from 
the majesty of 13,000 feet. Close to the 
latter, Mt. San Jacinto, 9,000 feet, is lo­
cated, and it is a grand sight on a clear

The s- ii in these foot-hills in £hc immedi­
ate vicinity of Los Angeles is composed of 
disintegrated granite, and is very fertile. 
Further»to the south-east, in San Bernar­
dino County, ifc is composed of a red 
loam, from which the thriving town 
of Redlands, the scene of the most phen­
omenal growth, even for California, derives 
its name. These foot-hill lands are the 
home of the citrus fruits and the vine. All 
along the line are dotted little towns and 
villages, some of which are towns in name 
only, and are pointed out as “ monuments” 
of the dead boom ; others again are thriv­
ing settlements, from which are shipped 
quantities of fresh vegetables, green and

To the west of Los Angeles city, the 
Cahuenga foot-hills, the great frostiest 
belt, stretch to the Pacific Ocean. In 
these the banana, date, strawberry, guano, 
and other garden truck, are shipped to 
San Francisco and the east during the 
winter. A large portion of this is raised 
by John Chinamen, who is the great mar­
ket gardener of the Pacific coast. Early 
and late, high and low’, Sunday and Mon­
day, John is always working and generally 
manages to corrall the best portion of land 
and make the most of it. As an instance, 
the other day I was asking a well-known 
commission merchant about the 
yield of po
said, “the American tarmcra will realize 
about 75 to 100 sacks per acre (the sack is 
100 lbs.), but John will get from 200 to 
250.” 1 asked him why, and he stated
that “ John ” cultivated the potatoes, while 
the white man was too careless about it.

The Californians are always growling 
about the Chinamen, but the visitor would 
be puzzled to make out what they would 
do without them. They arc the laundry- 
men, chambermaids, cooks, peddlers, gar­
deners, lottery ticket brokers, gamblers, 
etc., etc., of the state. They are ubiqui­
tous. You find them in the desert, on the 
mountains, down the mines, and in the res­
taurant on the bca’îh. Always quiet, civil, 
and never to he trusted. Ready to cook 
your dinner and pick your pocket, and can 
do either to perfection. But, for all that, 
it would be hard to get a decent, respec­
table American tc do the work that John 
docs, and we hâve to accept him as a neces­
sary evil.

It is now asserted that under the most 

favored nation clause in the treaty between 
Great Britain and Spain, Canada will not 
have the same privileges as those the Unit­
ed States has acquired in the Spanish 
ket by the reciprocity treaty recently 
negotiated. The matter was discussed in 
parliament the other day and Sir John 
Thompson stated that the Imperial author­
ities had intimated that where a reciprocity 
treaty is concluded with another nation, 
privileges of existing treaties are not ex­
tended. Mr. Mills, who is an authoiity on 
constilqtional and international law, ex­
pressed a similar view. If this opinion is 
correct, the’ British treaty with Spain be­
comes practically useless so far as our trade 
with (Niba is concerned and must continue 
to be so until the treaty expires. It ap­
pears that, by this treaty with Spain, Bri­
tain has hound herself not to enter into 
preferential trade relations 
les, a provision which she w ill not bo likely 
to renew on the negotiation of another 
treaty, unless Canada shall have the same 
privileges of trade with Cuba as the United 
States has received.

Valparaiso, Aug. 24.—The insurgents 

succeeded in landing ten thousand soldiers 
at Bay of Quinteros, north of Valparaiso, 
where they started along the shore toward 
Valparaiso, under the protection of six of 

,^^their men-of-war and eight armed trans­
ports, besides all the boats of their fleet pro­
vided with mitrailleuse, endeavoring to 
surprise the city by rear attack. The Gov­
ernment force of 5,000 men was immediately 
detached from Valparaiso and succeeded 
in delaying the crossing of Aconcagua River 
near the mouth, while a sufficient number 
of troops were moving by rail to protect 
Valparaiso and oppose the insurgents by 
at least 15,000, with a prospect of further 
increase of forces from other quarters. The 
Government succeeded in stopping the in­
surgents for forty hours with a loss to the 
enemy of about 3,000 of their choicest men, 
notwithstanding the fire of the insurgent 
fleet, besides that of the land force. This 
operation enabled the Government to select 
best positions for the 12,000 arriving troops, 
although this advantage cost loss of half the 
number of gallant division of 5000 men

over to Baquedano and fled. Canto goes to 
Santiago to-night to assume control until 
the arrival of the Junta from Iquique. 
Good order prevails here. Another des­
patch substantially the same as the above 
was received from Admiral Brown.

San Francisco, Aug. 3J. —Private advices 
from “the city of Mexico say the outcome of 
the war in Chili will tend to hasten the re­
volution now smouldering in Mexico. 
Diaz is said to be the Balmaceda of Mexico 
aud is charged with the same offences 
against human liberties as is Balmaceda in 
furthering his personal interests.

New York August 31. —The Herald’* 

Valparaiso special says : The Chanaral 
regiment of the congressional army took 
formal possession of Santiago last night and 
practically the last act in the bloody drama 
of the revolution closed on Saturday night. 
As soon as the news of the defeat of the 
government reached Santiago and people 
knew that Balmaceda’s power was gone, 
their enmity to his government burst, forth. 
Balmaceda’s house, the government news­
paper offices, and houses of several promi­
nent officials were burned to the ground. 
The police, fire department and army were 
demoralized, and made no attempt to main­
tain order. Iu addition to destruction by 
the mob, the city is threatened by all the 
desperate characters of the country. Gen. 
Canto and staff with additional troops left 
Valparaiso lost night, and will reach San­
tiago to-day. Comparative order at last 
has been restored in Valp iraiso. It re­
quired drastic measures to do it, many of 
the rioters being shot in the street.

-*• damage to property in the city is estimated 
at $1,800,000. The Junta is exceedingly 
anxious to secure recognition from the 
United States government. Numerous 
arrests of government officials have been 
made. Insurgents show moderate dispo­
sition however, and there has been none of 
those bloody .butcheries that usually mark 
the success or South American revolutions. 
Balmaceda is still believed to be on his way 
to Buenos Ayres or Montevideo.
