raging, the Russians offering a stub-1 
bom resistance to the fierce onslaughts 
of the Japanese. The sacrifice of life 
has been appalling. Estimates of the 
Russian losses alone in killed and 
wounded at the end of the six day’s 
fighting being concededly 30,000, while 
it is not improbable that it aggregat­
ed at that time 40,000. Japanese offi­
cial reports estimates that 10,000 Rus­
sians were left on the field of battle 
up to the night of Oct. 14, and claim 
that the Japanese losses are small by 
comparison with those of the Rus­
sians. General Kuropatkin’s report to 
Emperor Nicholas depicts the desperate 
character of the fighting and praises 
the valor of the troops, indicating, 
however, that he is hard pressed, with 
the result still in the balance. AJ1 
hope of succoring Port Arthur this 
season has been abandoned. St. Pet­
ersburg has an unconfirmed report 
that the Japanese General Nozu has 
been seriously wounded. A question 
of interest in St. Petersburg is the 
fate of General Kuropatkin in the Rus­
sian military situation.

The Russian forces at 11 o’clock this 
forenoon, penetrated the Japanese cen­
tre and it is reported captured 11 or 
12 guns and 150 prisoners east of the 
railway. At another point during the 
day, the Siberian regiments took 24 
I pms. The Russian operations to-day 
lave been quite successful. The Jap- 

,5, after a terrific resistance, 
compelled to retire along their whole 
line, losing heavily. All the trenches 
carried by the Russians were filled 
with the Japanese dead. In one not 
very large trench there were counted 
six hundred corpses of Japanese. In 
spite of their losses the Japanese were 
undaunted. They have brought up 
siege guns and have left no stone un­
turned to regain the mastery of the 
situation. Every step the Russians 
have pushed forward to-day has been 
in the face of a superior resistance, 
that has cost the Russians dear. The 
Japanege seem to be willing to fight 
until they are annihilated.
