Dr. Maclagan may not be able to write a
perfectly correct und original fugue, but & mnn need not be n first-class
counterpointist, or versedin all the intricacies of harmony to be a thoroughly
goord conductor of a chorus and orchestra.  Dr. Maclagan's challenge was
most laughable. To play or sing six numbers of the “ Creation” was to
be the test of ability to criticise n performance of the work. This sugges-
tion scems to wuft towardsus a whisper of Donnybrook Fair. A musicinn
may not be able to sing at all in the true sense, or play aught but simple
muszic, and yet completely imbibe the spirit of a composer, aud drill a choir
and Land into admirable precision.  Let us hope that these doughty cham-
pious will lay down their arms, if possible embrace, and that M. Couture
and his fricnds will directly patronize the Philharmonic Society, which
has perhaps alrendy indirectly henefited by the publicity of the correspond-
ence.
