+ An expedient used hy the natives in Torres Strait, on the
northern coast of Australia, for getting water, may here be no-
ticed, both for its simplicity and cleverness. ¢ Long slips of
bark are tied round the smooth stems of a tree called the pan-
danus, and the loose ends are led into the shells of a huge sort
of cockle, which are placed beneath. By these slips the rain
which runs down the branchesand stem of the tree is conducted
into the shells, each of which will contain two or three pints;
thus, forty or fifty placed under different trees will supply a
good number of men.”—FLINpER’S Voyage to Terra Australis,
vol ii. p. 114.

A different plan for improving the water that is hot and
muddy, is thus detailed by Major Mitchell.  To obtain a cool
and clean dranght, the blacks scratched a hole in the soft sand
beside the pool, thus making a filter, in which the water rose
cooled, but muddy. Some tufts of long grass were then thrown
in, through which they sucked the cooled water, purified from
the sand or gravel. I was glad to follow their example, and
found the sweet fragrance of the grass an agrecable addition to
the luxury of drinking.

SUPPOSED USURPATION OF BISHOPS.
( From Bishop Griswold’s * Apostolic Office.” )

Tt is often affirmed, but has never been proved, that
the ministers of Christ were at first all of oue grade,
and that the bishops usurped the authority, which, it
is acknowledged, they in the early ages possessed. Tt
is absurd to suppose that those now called bishops,
made such a change.  Because, if the government of
the Church was left by the apostles in the hands of
presbyters, they, the presbyters, must have made the
change.  On this supposition there were no bishops
to abuse power; the presbyters usurped authority and
made the change. If a thing so strange and so
wicked was done at all, it was done by Presbyterians
or Congregationalists. They who advance this posi-
tion virtually say, that within one or-two centuries at
