'This will remuin so unless Catholic parents
bestir themselves, for the reason that at all the Ca-
tholic colleges the studies are arringed so as to suit
the need of those destined for the ecclesiastical
state. Theonly modern language professedly taught
at all the colleges is French, At Oscott, when the
boys are about to leave, o little German is instilled
into them, It istrnea German Professor is on the
stafl, but his labours commence too late in the day
t6 be of any practical benefit to his alumni. The
consequence is that boys after leaving college have
to be “ conched” up, at great expenseto their parents,
by private “coaches,” hefore they can go in, withany
chance of success, to the open competitive examina-
tions.

The President of 8. Edraund's College, in his
letter, declares that an oducation at once * liberal”
and practical would be impossible if the ¢ luy ele-
ment” were withdawn; thus acknowledzing that
the lay boys have {o pay more than they otherwise
sheuld beonse their clerieal fellow-students pay
less, To how greai an extent thd lay element® is
thus 1uleted in support of the clerical may be
gathered from the consideration that only alout 10
per cent, at this College, 12 years ago, when T was
there, were lay.  Is this just to the ity ? Whatis
really wanted, then, is & College with a staff of Ca-
tholic Tay Professors, of whom plenty able and even
eminznt could be obtained, and, say, a vouple of
priests as chapluins, instead of, as at present at all
the Qolleges, nobody but privsts for Professors, with
nawind then a solitury exception. and who cannot
be expected to bi able to fit the boys for the world
as lny Professors could.
