Antoinse street,
on Monday evening, to recelve a report of the
investigation Into the complainis of the Im-
migrants reported to have leit England on
faléo representiations. The room in whkich
the meeting wad held was filled with members
of the soclety and others lnterested in the
matter. The president of the soolety, Mr.
J. K, Ward, wag In the chalr, and there

were aleo present amongst many otherd :—

for domestic servante, and that the aversge
cost of board per week was $3 or 12¢ 6d.

In answerto a question from Mr, Badfern
the Presldent sald the matron of the home
bad sald that about forty of them were xov.
ing around the mountain, and that two of
them became exhausted for want of food, and
that ehe gave them lodging and food for the
night. He aleo eald that, althongh he had
been acqualnted with Ald. Stroud for many
years, he did not know tc whioh politieal
party he belonged ; but, at all events the
treatment of thelr immigrants was above afl
party Interests.
A letter was recelved signed by aeveral ot
the {mmigrants complaining that they were
enticed to Canadas by falee representations
made to them. They were promised homes
and work and instead of thig they had to
wander fu the strests.
One of the pasgengers referred to, w Mr,
Donald Grlerson, spoke in strong terms of
the bad treatment he and the other immi-
grants had reoelved at the handa of Jones,
In apswer to a question ftom Mr, W, K.
Mount as to whether the meeting had been
called to censure Mr. Jonea or to tellevas the
imm!grants, Mz, Alfred Perry held that it
was the duty of Bt. George's Soclety, as one
of the oldest pooletles In Oapads, to
ooms {o the front and put them-
gelves in communication with the differ.
ent Bgoelstles to remonstrate wlth the
Government against the system whioh was
being pureued. Such men a8 Mr, Jones, he
sald, did » great deal of Injury to the coun-
try. We wanted the best olass of immipra-
tion to this conntry,and he thonght the mem.
bera of the Government conld not he awars
of these oages, or they would put a stop to
them.
A number of speakera objected Lo the
meand taken by sgents In the old country to
induos Immigrants to come here,
Mr. D, Barry, president of the Bt. Pat.
rick’s Boclety, sald a stop should be putto
these Immigration agents sending people to
Canada unprovlded for and withoutany means
of sustenance. It was not only unjust to the
immigrantathemgelves, but alao to those who
lived In Oanads. He thought somes means
should be devised by which these people
would not be walking around the streets and
falnting for want of a morssl of food. His
own aoclety would asslst them in secing that
{mmigrants were properly treated when they
arrived amongst us. He mentioned a olroum-
stance which had come under his own per-
gonal observation within the pant faew weeks
-~five {mmigrants knocking at his door early
one morning and complaining they had baen
grosely deceived by some of these immigrant
agents, and that they had not had s morsel
of food for two whole daya.
Mr, A, Perry moved thst thls mesilng re-
quest 8t, George's Soolety to put themselves
in communication with the Bt. Patrick's, the
Itlab Protestant, the 8t. Aondrew's and the
Garman gooleties of thia city with the object
of bringlng to the motice of the Dominion
government the exlstlog uneatlsfactory mode
of induclng immliarants to sesk homes in the
Dominion withount providing abny means or
affording them reliable informatlon or source
of employment.
Mr, MoMiilan, of the Protestant Hongs of
Industry and Bsfuge, thought some provielon
ghould be made for the care of the Immigranta
antil they had secured employment, 80 that
the reaponsibility of oarlog for them shonld
not be thrown upon ths community,
After some further dlsonsaion,
Mr, B, Judge moved in amendment, sec-
onded by Mr, D, Rlchards,
That this meetiop direots the 8t. George's
Soclety to pat iteell 1nto communication with
the other natfonal socletles with the object
of devisiog meansof enlightenlng publio opin-
fon In Epgland a3 fo the class of immigrants
who are needed In thia country, snd aleo
of Impreasing upon the Dominion Govern-
ment the neceesity of providing some shelter
for needy Immigrants upon thelr arrival
hers,
Mr. Perry withdrew hig mition, and Mr,
Judge's motion was carrled unanimously.
On motlon of My, Joyce, ssconded by Rev,
Mr, Patteraon, the thanks of the meeting
wore tendered to Ald. Blroud for the many
sots of kIndnees he had unlformly extended
to ths English immigrants who had arnlved
in this city, and his actlon In this connectlon
was strongly approved.
Ald. Btroud briefly retuarned thanks, and a
vote of thanks was then tendered to the Pres.
ident for hia cenduot in the chalr,
A oommlittee was then sppolnted, conslst-
Ing of Messra J K Ward, Edgar Jadge, Ald
Btroude and Edward Hollls, to coufer with
the oommlttees ol other socletles, and the
meeting adjourned.
Thae 8% Patrick's Boclety will hold a gpeclal
meetlng on Thurday to conelder the matter.
