The Late Staff-Sgt. Curzon.

TORONTO, i 9th August--On Thursday last Staff-Sgt. Curzon, of
"G" Company, Royal Grenadiers, died after a severe illness of three

week.s' duration ; hie suffered a great deal ol pain, but was thought to be
improving until a day or two before hie died, wblen hie took a sudden
change for the worse and went off very suddenly in the end. He was
buried with full rnilitary bonors by the Grenadiers. The regiment, coin-
manded by Major Harrison, paraded -at the drill shed at 1.45 p.m., and
marched to 5 WVashington Ave., the homne of the dead soldier, and were
there met by a detachment of the Toronto Field Battery and the gun,
comrnanded by Sergt.. Major Wordman. The gun carrnage was drawn
up in front of the door ready to receive the honored dead, which was
borne out by Staff-Sergts. Jos. Dent, H. Johnson, W. Dale, F. Kitchener,
A. Taylor and T. Mitchell, al of whom had served with bu»i in the
North-West campaign. TIhe coffin was placed on the gun carrnage and
draped wiLh the Union jack, on top of whichwas placed the sword, beit
and busby of the dead hero. The cortege then proceeded by way of
Huron and Bloor streets to the Church of the Redeemer, where the full
ourial service wvas read by the Revs. Dr. Sweeney and Mr. Kuhring,
after which the funeral procession moved to Mount Pleasant cemetery
by Bloor and Vonge streets. The order 0f procession was as follows f-

Firing party Of 2o non-coms. and men tîrader Col.-Sgt. Fowler.
Ftili band and drunms of the regiment.
Gun carniage and coffin.
Remainder of *egiment.
Representatives froîi other regiments.
Carniages.

When the procession arrived at the cemetery the tiring party formed up
opposite the grave, and the beautiful service of the Church of England.
was read, after which thnee volleys were fired over the grave, and the
earth closed over one of the best men who has ever worn the Queen's
uniform.

The deceascd joinied the Queen's Own Rifkts in 1877 and served
with tbem for three years when, on the reorganization of the ioth Royals
in î88o, hie transferred to themn, and was immediately prornoted to the
rank of sergeant. In the year 1884 bie was made color-sergeant of the
company, which position hie held tili hie left the regiment in the autumn
of 1 886, when lie went to reside for a time in the United States. On
bis return to Toronto in 1887 hie was prevaîled upon to take bis old po-
sition in the regirnent, the man who had filfled bis position meanwhile
willingly making room for bim. In 1888 hie was given a position on the
staff and hcld it tilI the tinme of bis deatb. In 1885 bie was one of those
chosen to nepresent Canada at Wimbledon, but pneferred going on ser-
vice to the North-WVest, where hie served as color-sergt. in N~O. 4 service
conlpany. H-e was again chosen to go to %Vimnbledon in 1889, and on
this occasion went with the Canadian twenty. During the charge at
Bat xhe hie noticcd a sergeant of one of the Midland companies bleeding
to death froni a scvened artery ; hie immediately stopped the bleeding
and carried the man to a place oëf safety, although the bullets werc flying
like bail. For this hie received great praise, and somne officers took steps
to secure the Victoria Cross for him, but when spoken to on the subject
by general M iddleton bie said that "llots of men had done quite as mucb
as bie bad, and to give them the Cross also." When very young hie sus-
tained a slight injury to the eye, and the hardships to whicb hie was.ex-
posed in the North-West necessitated the entire renioval of it, but bie
utterly refused to make application to the Govern.nent. for a pension.
He was a lithographic artist by profession, but hie was also an amateur

water color artist of no mcan ability, as hie had finishcd two large pic
tures, "T'lhe Battie of flatoche,>' and "Thne Grenadiers Crossirlg the
Saskatchewan at Fish Creek," and was engaged at a third, which-wasto
be an inxprovernent on the first narned of the above.

He wvas a good soldier, a conscientious non-comrnissioned officer
and a christian man, respected by supeniors and i)eloved by ail.
