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RULE 6

Composition of Committees

1. Plenipotentiary Conference:

Committees shall be composed of the delegates of Member®
and Associate Members and the observers referred to in Chapter 1
paragraph 8 of the General Regulations, who have so requeste
or who have been designated by the Plenary Assembly.

2. Administrative Conferences :

Committees shall be composed of the delegates of Member®
and Associate Members, and the observers and representatives
referred to in Chapter 2 paragraph 3 of the General Regulations
who have so requested or who have been designated by the
Plenary Assembly.

RULE 7

Chairmen, Vice-Chairmen and Reporters of Committees

1. The Chairman of the conference shall submit for the
approval of the Plenary Assembly the choice of the Chairman, a%
of the Vice-Chairman or Vice-Chairmen of each committee.

2. The Chairman of each committee shall propose to hus
committee the nomination of the reporters and the choice of the
chairmen, vice-chairmen, and reporters of the sub-committee?
which may be set up.

RULE"S

Summeons to Meetings

Meetings of the Plenary Assembly, committees, sub-committ.ees
and working groups shall be announced in good time in the meet!™
place of the conference.

RULE 9

Proposals presented before the Opening of the Conference

Proposals presented before the opening of the conference Shal}
be allocated by the Plenary Assembly to the appropriate colﬂf
mittees appointed in accordance with Rule 5 of these Rules oe
Procedure. Nevertheless the Plenary Assembly itself shall b

entitled to deal directly with any proposal.
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
