NOTE:

The exemptions in Sectibn 21 of
the Act DO NOT APPLY in respect
of:

a. an account of, or a state-
ment of the reasons for, a
decision made in the

b. a report prepared by a :
consultant or adviser who was
not, at the time the report
was prepared, an officer or
employee of a government
institution.
