Sir:

I have the honor to refer to discussions between officials of our two Govern-
ments concerning the establishment, maintenance, and operation of four OMEGA
Navigation System Monitoring Stations in Canada. These discussions have led to
agreement that development of a cooperative program on the basis of the terms and
conditions set forth in the Annex to this note would be in the mutual interest of our
two countries.

I have the further honor to propose that, if an agreement to this effect meets
with the approval of your Government, this Note and its Anrex, together with your
reply to that effect, shall constitute an agreement between our two Governments
which shall enter into force on the date of your reply and shall remain in force for
two years. Thereafter the agreement shall be renewed automatically for further addi-
tional periods of two years, subject to the right of either Party to terminate it at any
time on six months’ written notice to the other.

Accept, Sir, the renewed assurances of my highest consideration.
