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(e) If, within a period which the Council shall prescribe in its rules of
procedure, the importing country or the exporting country concerned
objeets in any respect to the entry of a transaction or part of a
transaction in. the Coundll's records against its guaranteed quantity,
the Council shall review the matter and, if it decides that the objection~
îs well founded, shall amend its records accordmngly.

()If any exporting or importing country considers it probable that the
full amount of wheat already entered in the Council's records against
its guaranteed quantity for the current crop-year will not be loaded
within that crop-year, that country may request the Council to make
appropriate reductions in the amounl;s entered in its records. The
Council shall consider the matter and, if it decides that the request
is justifled, shall amend its records accordingly,

(g) Any wheat purchased by an importing country from an exporting
country and resold to another importing country may, by agreement
of the ixnporting countries concerned, be entered against the unfulfilled.
guaranteed purchases of the importing country to which the wheat
is finally resold, provided that a corresponding reduction is made ini
the ainount entered against the guaranteed purchases of the first
importing country.

(h) The Council shall send to ail exporting and importing countries
weekly, or at such other interval as the Council may prescribe in its
rules of procedure, a statement of the amounts entered in its records
against guaranteed quantities.

(i) The Council shahl notify ail exporting and importing countries im-
nmediately when the guaranteed quantity of any exporting or import-
ing country for any crop-year has been fulfilled.

8. Each exporting country and each importing country may be permitted,
in the fulfilment of its guaranteed quantity, a degree of tolerance to b
prescribed by the Council for that country on the basis of its guaranteed
quantity and other relevant factors.

ARTICLE V

Er4orcement of Rights

1. (a) Any importing country whieh finds difficulty in pux'chasing it
unfulfllled guaranteed quantity for any crop-year at prices consistent wîth the
maximum prices specifted in or determined under Article VI may requestth
Coundil's help in making the desîred purchases.

(b) Within three days of the receipt of a request under sub-paragraph (a)
the Secretary of the Council shail inotify those ecporting countries which hav
unfulfilled guaranteed quantities for the relevant crop-year of the amount o
the unfullled guaranteed quantity of the importing country which has requestd.
the Council's help and invite theni t offer to seil wheat at prices consisten
with the maximum iDrices snecifled in or determined under Artit-li V7
