
PROTOCOL AMENDING THE SLAVERY CONVENTION SIWfE ATM GENV
ON 25 SEPTEMEER 1926

Considering that under the Slavery Convention signed at Genevd on
25 September 1926' (herernafter called "the Convention") the League of
Nations was invested with certain duties and functions, and

Considleriizg that it is expedient that these duties and functions should
be continued by the United Nations,

Hav'e agreed as follows:

ARTICLE I

The States Parties to the present Protocol undertake that as between
themselves they will, ini accordnc wlth the provisions of 'the Protocol,
attribute fuil legal force and effect to an duly apply th~e amndnents to the
Convention set forth in the annex bo the Protocol.

1. The present Protocol shail be open for signature or acceptance by any
of the States Parties to the Convention bo which the Secretaryr-General bas
comrnunicated for this< piiipose a copy oftheb Protcol.

2. States rnay become Parties to the present Protocol by:
(a) Signature without reservation as to acceptance;
(b) Signature with reservation as bo acceptance, followed by acceptance;
(c) Acceptaei.e - -

3. Acceptance shail be effected by the deposit of a formali nstrument with
the Secretary-General of the United Nations.

ARTICLE III

1. The present Protocol shail corne into force on the date on which two
States shahl have becorne Parties thereto, and shail thereafter corne into force
in repc fec tt pntedt nwihi eoe Party to the
Protocol.

2. The arnendrnents set frt in the annex to the present Protocol shall
corne into force when twenty-three States salal have become Parties to the
Protoco1,* and consequently any State becornlng a Party to the Convention,
af 'ter the arnendments thereto have corne into force, shall becorne a Party t@
the Convention as soend)d
