
ARTICLE Hl

Governing Principles

Based on a common appreciation of the circumstances described and of
the experience gained since the inception of NORAD, the following principles
shall govern the organization and operation of NORAD:

a. Commander NORAD, or Deputy Commander NORAD in the
absence of Commander NORAD, shall be responsible to the
Government of Canada communicating through the Chief of
the Defense Staff of Canada and to the Government of the
United States through the Chairman of the Joint Chiefs of
Staff of the United States. Commander NORAD and Deputy
Commander NORAD shall each remain subject to their
respective country's applicable national laws, policies, and
directives. Commander NORAD shall function in support of
the aerospace warning, aerospace control, and maritime
warning missions that have been approved by the authorities
of the Parties for the defense of North America, and conduct
information operations supportive of NORAD missions.

b. Commander NORAD and Deputy Commander NORAD shall
not be from the same country, and each of their appointments
