Speaker, my question is addressed to the
Secretary of State for External Affairs. I
should like to ask him, in the light of
representations made to him recently in the
form of a black paper urging specific changes
in Canadian policy to make it more consistent
with Canada's official abhorrence of apar-
theid, whether he will make a statement in
the House or perhaps before the Committee
on External Affairs on this subject dealing
with the representations made in this black
paper?

Hon. Mitchell Sharp (Secretary of State for
External Affairs): Mr. Speaker, in the papers
I tabled just before the adjournment the gov-
ernment set forth its policy with regard to
apartheid and South Africa. There are some
issues under discussion which have arisen
