Hon. Allan J. MacEachen (President of the Privy Coun-
cil): Mr. Speaker, in reply to that point, while we attach
importance to changes to be made in that piece of legisla-
tion, I would not think that we could expect to see any bill
for some time yet, certainly not in January.
