The results in 518 constituencies show
233,985 votes in favor of Printe Charles
of Denmark as King of Norway and
62,739 against him. The Republicans
expected to poll 33 per cent, of the
votes, but only obtgined 21 per cent.

The danger is that the Poles may
provoke an active measure which would
mean nothing short of civil war, The
number of troops, 600,000, in Poland,
however, is sufficient to cope with the
situation,

The government has decided to make
an appeal to the peasants and the em-
peror has approved a ukase informing
them that measures for the amelicra-
tion of their condition will recelve im-
mediate consideration. The discontent
of the peasants anq the danger of th2
gpread of the agrarian movement large-
ly contributed to the government's Ce-
cigion.
