System Under Which Washington,
D.C., is Ruled by Commission
—Politics Don’t Count.

Henry B. F. Macfarland, president of
the board wof commissioners of the
District of Columbia, which includes
the City of Washington, addressed the
Canadian Clubp yesterday on the inter-
esting and somewhat pertindnt topic
of "“Civic Government by Commission.”
The commissioner traced the history
of Washington from its founding by
George Washington, between 1790 and
1800, stating that he, believing that the
United States would grow ta be a great
nation, and that 4t ought to have an
independent and adequate capital,
brought apout the creation of the Dis-
trict of Coluthbia, ontaining what he
called the Federal City. For 78 years
congress lefit e municipal govafi-
ment practically to the residents of
Washington. During that period sev=
eral kinds of government were tried,
indluding four years of a governor, &
législature and a delegate in congress,
In 1878, the intelligent taxpayers in
general, and congress, came to an
agreement upon the present “perma-
nent form of government.” Congress
assumed the neglected obligation by
promising to pay one-half the muni-
cipal expenses. The citizens gave up
t elective franchesegenerally with-
out regret, in view of past experiences,
realizing that the natiomal gov-
ment ‘could mnot be taxed or its
money appropriated: by their vote,
congress created as its agent for the
government of the district a muniel-
pal corporation, headed by three com-
missioners, to be appointed by the
| president of the United States, two of
‘th to be residents of the district
'and the third an army engineer officer
of high rank. In practice the civil
commissioners, a majority of ‘the
board, including alway® its president,
have represented their fellow-citizens
as well a8 congress, Congress remain-
ed the legislature, as provided .in. the
constitution, -delegating, however, to
the commissioners, power to make mu-
nicipal ondinances, such as police,
‘health, buildings and other regulations,
The ‘contended -that the pro-
gress made since 1878 was largely due
to the formr of government, and also
that it is a real government by pubiic
opinion, even tho it does not provide
for voting. The citizenship of the na-
tional capital was especially intelli-
gent, being drawn from the best of
every state, every province of Canada,
and from the countries the
seas; that it was highly onganized 10T
activity in public affairs, and develops
and employs public opinion with the
aid of an entirely . independent press,
{n an unusual degree.
Business Men Help, ¢

Besides the board of trade and the
Business Men's Association, each with
a membership of more than 700 repre-
gentative citizens, there are at least a
score of other organizations of similar
character and aims, and in afil proba-
bility 2000 men and many women de
