OVER HALF A MILLION PEOPLE

Were Added to the Popnlation of
the United States This Year

Washington, Dec. 7.—The- annual report
of the Commissioner-General of Immigra-
tion shows that during the last fiscal year
the total number of immigrants who arriv-
ed in this country was 449,752, of which
23,200 came, thru Canada. Of the whole
number 304,149 were males and 144,424
females. This is a net increase over 1800
of 136,857. These figures, however, the

number of alien arrivals, as 65,635 allens
came as eabin passengers. This would have
swelled the total immigration to 514,207,
had they traveled in the steerage, : .
