LIABILITY FOR GOODS IK TRANSIT.

Overtime of Customs Officers Should
Be Paid by Government.

The Qquestion of who is responsible for
goods destroyed at the Ottawa-Hull fire
while 'In transit was again before the

Board of Trade Council for consideration
yesterday afternoon. The matter was In-
troduced in the report of the Railway and_
Transportation Committee, which stated’
that in a letter received from (. M. Bos-
worth, freight traffic manager of the C.P.
R., it was said that no change c¢an be con-
sidered under the present position of the
railway companies as regards the insurance
risk covering goods in transit, and more
especially as to the various claims arising
out of e Ottawa fire. According to the
information, the committee reported that
all claims arising out of the 4re had been
settled on a basis of 50 cents cn the doi-
lar. As the matter stands at pressnt, ship-
pers are held iiable for their goods which
were destroyed. The report was referred
back to the committee for further comsid-
eration, and to find what parties are liable.
Customs Officials’ Overtime.

The Rallway and Transportation Com-
mittee also reported on the question of
railway and ferry companies paying cus-
toms officials for work done overtime. The
committee in part reported : ‘‘T'he present |
system, ' whereby the railway and ferry
companies are compelled to pay the over-
time of customs officials, is unreasonable,
and It seems to your commiitee that the
government ought to recoguize that traffic
across border is not confinéd to government |
office hours, and, inasmuch as traffic im- |
plies possible smuggling, we ho!d that the
government should protect the revenue at
{ts own expense during all hours of public
movement from place to place.” The prac-
tice of railway and ocean steamship com-
panies gﬂylnz customs house officials who

rd the traing and steamers was, sald
the eommittee, very inconsisteal. 1f the
rule implied anything, it must be that it
was a favor to be permlitted before or after
the time when the government offices open
and close; for, unless it be a priviiege, the

vernment had no moral right to charge
or it. In the United States the cbarge
for the overtime for customsg officlals is
defrayed by the Customs Department, and
does not constitute a charge upon the rail-
way and ferry companies. ‘The committee
was of the opinion that the custom ought
to be abolished, and they recom_mendf\d
that the Toronto board join with the
Windsor Board of Trade, who brought the
matter to the former's attention, in their
efforts to accomplish this end. The report
was adopted.

Then arose & query from Councillor
Baird, who said that only one lot bought
by the town was in the 35 acre upon
which an assessment of $300,000 had - been
agreed upon.
