Napanee, June 6.—The returning offi-
‘cer cast his"vote to-day and elected
Madole (Liberal) for Lennox. The re-
count was resumed this morning and
finished this afternoon with a tie. The
rejected and spoiled ballots to the num-
ber of 34 engaged the attention of the
court. An appeal will be taken of the
result of the recount, and will be heard
some day next week.
The counsel for the Conservative can-
didate feel confident that an appeal
will be favorable to Mr. Carscallen.
Some of the ballots allowed the Liberal
by the judge should, in the opinion of
counsel, have been disallowed, and some
not allowed the Conservative should
have been allowed.

Suspicious Anyway.
Many circumstances of the recount
point to a strong suspicion of machine
tactics.
In one polling sub-division the deputy
returning officer and the poll clerk
made up the list of ballots as followss
For Carscallen, 60, and for Madole,
41. When the ballots came before the
Jjudge he made the count 59 for Carscal-
len, and 42 for Madole. Counsel for
the Conservative declare that there is
ample evidence here that one ballot wag
switched.

Another ballot properly marked for
Carscallen had a slight soroll Do~
site Madole's name and was not Igow\-
ed for Carscallen,
Another ballot properly marked for
Carscallen had enother mark oppositer
Madole’s name.

All at One Place,
The irregularities all occurred in one
polling sub-division where the deputy'’
returning officer falfled to hand his
ballot-box to the returning officer till.
4 p.m. the day following the election,
tho he came to Napanee at 6 p.m, on
the day of the election. He stayed at
the Royal Hotel, where the Liberal
organizer also stayed. This deputy re-
turning officer, it is said, was a mew
one, the old one being retired four
days before the election.
Another ballot that caused much
argument was marked for Carscallen,
but the major part of the cross was
below the line separating the two
names. This was not allowed. ' Counse]
believe this will be allowed Carscallen
on appeal.
Another ballot was properly marked
for Carscallen, but a scroll was made
by a different colored pencil under Ma’-
dole’s name. The judge «lid not allow iy

this ballot.
“Yes, I have heard the result of tha
recount,” said Mr. Whitney to The

World yesterday, “and all I have to
say at the present juncture is that the
decision of the county judge will be
appealed against.”

Mr. Whitney also added that the Con-
servatives had confidence of being suc-
cessful in this appeal.

A telegram was received in the ity
last night from E. Gus Porter,. who was
associated with W. D. McPherson in
the case, that the Conservatives would
win in.the appeal by a majority of 8.
As a sample of the ballots marked, he
declared that one ballot marked with a
round “O” for Madole was allowed by
the judge, while a ballot marked with a
scraggly cross for Carscallen was not
allowed.

CAPT. ROBSON MAY WIN, !

London, June 6.—The recount of bal
lots in East Middlesex leaves the issue
yvet in doubt. Dr. Routledge’s majority
was reduced from 34 to 21, while the
ballots of two sub-divisions in West-
minster Township were objected to om
the ground that the deputy returning
officers had numbered each ballot on
the back. Argument will be heard to-
morrow on their admission. Should they
be thrown out, Capt. Robson will ba
elected, as 'Westmingter, Dr. Routs
ledge’s township, gave him a large ma-
jority in each sub-division.

RECOUNT IN NORTH GREY.

Owen Sound, June 6.—The officlal
count for North Grey resulted to-dayt_
in 9 majority for A. G. MacKay, Lib-
eral.
