The artiticlal strefigth which prevailed in
yesterday's market was not in evidence to-
day during the early: trading. A selling
movement of some Kind in Liverpool causeu
a declipe there and gave a*heafty tone to
the situation at our opening. Besides this,
spot sales were reduced abroad and prices
lowered in this division of the market by
4 English points, and futures closed 17
points decline on the old crop and 7 on the
next. Our trading was not interesting, and
it .appears that recent fluctuations have
been the result of trading of a party
working for higher prices on which to sell.
Weather news was one influence,
and foreign news and a free move-
ment of the old crop market
ahout complete dthis side of the question.
The etnire absence of outside specula-
tion is more in evidence than recently. The
orop news of the day was fully as good as
during the recent past, and complaints ‘of
its condition are so few and far between
as to be of no consequence in any market
sense. Too much .rain is complained of in
gome sections, hut the weather map does
not suggest its continuance, while reccipts
of a new bale of cotton, undoubted new
crop origin, really marks the beginning of
receipts this season. Consideration of fu-
tuAre values must include a demand for
cotton based upon present rates of consump-
tion. We have no precise knowledge of this
subject, but recent well-organized reports to
discover the world’'s demand make it appear
thdT a reduction, as compared with last sea-
son, of over 10 per cent. would be conserva-
tive. It is safe to say for the past five
years the average consumption of American
cotton has equaled 10,600,000 bales, includ-
ing season just coming to a close. It seems
that the promise of the near future is for
a contipuance of the present ratio of con-
sumption, which i8 much less than this and
is probably well under 10,000,000 bales. or
at that rate per annum. This is reflected in
our export demand for cotton as well as for
home consumption, and fully as much or
even more in the comparison of this yenr:s
exports of raw cotton with last. The world's
disturbed political and trade conditions are
greatly the cause for this development, but
the fact is none the less true, and must be
recognized as a market factor. We see no-

NACEREGORNON COTERIR
NN OF HEATY STRENET
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How He Won thc Albert Medal, But
Modestly Refused to Exploit
Himself.

Marquise de Fontenay writes: Sir
William Macgregor, who has just
been appointed governor of Newfoundland,
is one of the most remarkable men of the
Eritish .colonial service, both physically
and intellectuaily, and indeed his herculean
strength has contributed in no small degree
to impress the savages over whow he has
been called to rule in the past with a sense
of the power of the British empire,

No more remarkable illustration of his
muscular force can be given than the feat
which led the late 1Queen Victoria to be-
stow upon him the Albert medal, granted
to civilians for acts of extraordinary gal-
lantry which in the army ‘or navy would
bave won the Victoria cross. Jn fact, the
Albert medal, whick Sir Willlam s the
only colonial governor 'to .wear, may be
looked upon as the civilian counterpart of
the Victoria cross.

It took place while he was high commis-
sloner and administrator of England's pos-
sesslons in the Pacific, with headqoarters
at Fuva, the capital of Kiji, The Syria,
with a shipload of Indian coolies on board,
lad gone aground at some distance from
fuva. Theionly way by which the vessel,
which was stuck on a reef at the foot of a
precipice 'and bheing pounded to pleces by
thesurf, could be reachéd was by means
of ropes and by a broken mast, w.ulvh had
tallen against the sige of the cliff. Again
and again Sir Wiiliam made (L\y pertious
Juurney to and from the wreck either witn
4 inan or woman oa his vack, and some-
times with a chilg held by its clothes be-
tween hig teeth in addition thereto.

The greatest tux on his strength was,
however, in connection with the rescue
from the wreck of 1 wnite woman wno had
got at the spirits, was mad with dvrmk, and
Lad fallen overboard. The captain of the
ship und a police officer, who had gone
after her, were being swept out to sea. Sir
Willlam caused himself to be let down by
a rope, caught the knot of the woman's
hair in his teeth, and with his hands seiz-
ed the two men and dragged thei all three
to sufety. T'hen he wrote his report of ihe
diraster and of the rescue. Neveral of
those who had taken part in the latter re-
celved the Royal Humane Society medal
But as there was no wmention in Sir Wil
lium’'s report of his own services, or, in
fact, of his having been upon the sceie at
all, it was not until much later that the
matter was brought to the attenion of the
government and by the latter to that of
the Queen, who, as sated abovs, conferred
upon bim the Albert medal.

Sir William is a Scotch physiclan ‘hailing
from Glasgow, and atter holding the posi-
tion for a time of resident physician and
superiutendent of the Royal Lunatic Asy-
lum st Aberdeen, he managed to secnre an
appointment as chief medical oficer at the
Ecychbelles Islands, from which he was
travsferred in a similar capacity to the
Mauritius and also given control of the
government lunatic asylum there. Pro-
loted to the post of chief medical officer
of the Fiji 'Islands, he eventually becawe
governor of the colony and high cormmis-
sioner for England's possessions in the
Facific, taking an active part in the sup-
pression of “‘blackbirding”’—that is to say
the kidnapping of netives for compulsory
work on plantations. le"'I)lavl;blr-‘lmg"
was in those days a regular form of inari-
time trade of the piratical order, those en-
ggu;n(] therein 'being hunted down by the
Enrglish authorities like pirates, and Sir
William had many exciting advyentures,
Loth by sea and on land in connectiog with
h:s‘rtlnntloss-war upon the “blackbirders.”
 For seven years he was governor of Bris
tish New Guinea, where there was plenty
of fighting all the time 'with hostile native
tribes and \\'h_ore he may be said to harve
carried his life in his bands.  For the
last fve years he has been governor of
Lagos and high commissioner for the na-
tive protectorate on the west coast of
Africa, where he has shown immense taet
and judgment in dealing with the natives.
Itis promotion to the governorship of Now-
foundland comes to him as a well earned

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‘TELEPHONE CHARGE BY MESSAGE.

London, July 24.—An interesting let-
ter was read from the postmaster-gen-
eral, Lord Stanley, to a conference of
representatives of London local au-
thorities on the purchase of the tele-
ph(_me service by the government,
This eonference met at the Guild Hall
yesterday.

In reply to a resolution urging that
the charge for use of a London tele-
phone ought to be reduced, Lord Stan-
ley observes that there are tyo sys-
tems of telephone charges used by the
National Telephone Company—the “un-
limited service” system and the “mess-
age rate” system.

The proper method of charge for an
exchange service, in Lord Stanley’s
view, was that under which the pay-
ments of the subscribers are fixed in
proportion to the use. g

The ‘“‘message rate” system offered
by the postoffice fulfilled this require-
ment, and its advantages had been
proved by its acceptance by more than
90 per cent. of the subscribers to the
postoffice system.
