The Congregation owes it< origin to the deep interest which some individuals had in the 
struggles of the Free Chinch party in Scotland, and who met together to advance 
Free Church principles. They were called the Free Church Committee. The 
Congregation was organized, and for seven years ministered to by Deputies from 
the Free Church of Scotland.

1844. —January 10. First Meeting of Free Church Committee. Invitation sent to Rkv.
Dk. Cunningham, then in the United States, to come to Montreal.

“ Arriv al of l)u. Burns, of Paisley, the First Deputy from the Free Church.
May. X call for a Minister sent to the Free Church Colonial Committee, with 

promise of adequate support. A call sent to Rkv. W. V. Burns at the same 
time to come out as an Evangelist.

** End of summer. Rev. Mr. King, of Glasgow, and Rev. Mr. M acNaugiitan, of 
Paisley, Deputies from the Free Church arrived. Rev. XV. (*. Burns, arrived 
about the same time and preached in St. Gabriel Street Church.

1845. - The Rkv. I. Bonae, of l.aruevt, arrived in Spring, pleached in St. Gabriel Street
Church till a temporary wooden church was erected on Lagauchetiere Street. 
He opened this Church on May nth, and m the 25th of May inducted the first 
ehlers, vi/ : John Red path, James R. Orr, David Ferguson, Evander Maclver. 

The Rkv. XX’. Xrnot, of Glasgow, arrived about this time, aril supplied the pulpit 
till the end of September.

The Rev. X. N. S >mer\ ii.i.e, of Glasgow, took charge during October and Nov-

‘ The Rev. XX’. ('. Bi ess, in November, received hut declined a cad to labour in 
Canada, the Congregation promising to support him. In December he was again 
urged to fall in with this request, hut finally declined on January 19th, 1840.

1846. The Rev. G. Stevenson, of Pultvneytown, ministered from January to April.
The Rev. T. M acLaughi.an, of Stratherrick, ministered during May and June.

“ I’he Rev. J. MaiGii.i.ivkay, of Aberdeen, opened the Church in Cote Street, on

Sabbath, the 16th of May, preaching morning and evening, while the Rev. Henry 
XX’ilkes preached in the afternoon.
