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RASPBERRIES. boiling point, and add gradually an 

equal quantity of heated sugar. Cook 
slowly for 45 minutes. Pour into jars 
or jelly glasses and cover when cool 
with paraffine. A third of the rasp­
berries may be replaced by rhubarb 
from which the tough skin has been 
stripped. and which has been cut into 
cubes. This makes a more tart preserve 
than the raspberries alone, and is, of 
course, cheaper.

To preserve raspberries whole in a 
rich juice, pack them in clean jars and 
cover them with a syrup made by boil­
ing equal parts of sugar and water for 
five minutes. Place the jars, covered, 
but not sealed, in a sterilizer in cold 
water, bring the water to a boil, and 
boil fifteen minutes: remove from the 
water, seal jars and cool.

To can raspberries, which is much 
the cheapest way to keep them, now 
that sugar is so dear, make a thin 
syrup by boiling for ten minutes, sugar 
and water in a proportion to two and a 
half or even three cups of water to a 
pound of sugar. Pour this syrup over 
the berries, packed clean in clean jars, 
filling the jars completely: sterilize as 
above for 20 minutes after the boiling 
point is reached, and seal. Canned rasp­
berries keep their shape and much of 
their original flavor if they are done this 
way.

A delicious jelly can be made by tak­
ing equal quantities of raspberries and 
currants, boiling water until the currant 
skins look white, draining through a 
jelly bag. boiling the juice five minutes, 
adding an equal quantity of heated 
sugar and boiling five mintues.
