Board of Governors Permitted to
Spend $450,000 for School
of Pedagogy.

The application of the board of gov-
ernors of Toronto University to be
permitted to raise funds on the secur-
ity of their property for the purposes
the new faculty of pedagogy has
Leen approved by the government.
