PROPOSED REFERENCE TO COMMITTEE OF URANIUM CARTEL
AGREEMENT—MOTION UNDER S.0. 43

Mr. Sinclair Stevens (York-Simcoe): Mr. Speaker, I rise
under the provisions of Standing Order 43. My motion relates
to the statement made by the Minister of Energy, Mines and
Resources (Mr. Gillespie) to the press on October 14, 1977
which purported to set the record straight on the sorry tale
behind the government’s uranium cartel. In view of the fact
that the minister’s press release made several highly conten-
tious and completely unsupported statements, including an
assertion that the operations of the cartel were not conducted
in secret, and with the background now of Chief Justice Evans’
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recent decision with respect to this matter, I move, seconded
by the hon. member for Okanagan-Kootenay (Mr. Johnston):

That this press statement, which was given outside this House, be referred to
the Standing Committee on National Resources and Public Works and that the
said committee be given a full mandate, adequate staff and resources to inquire
fully and publicly into all matters concerning the uranium cartel.
