Charges Some Local Doctors.

I do not wish to shelter myself behind
what they have said. I do mot desire to
beé in any measure relieved of” the'respon-
sibility: I am quite prepared to go still
further and to say that I believe that
such operationsias we have recenfly been
hearing about are possible because there
is a demand for them. 'That is a very
simple teason, but I believe that is the
real reason.- It is a case of demand:and
supply. I am told'thatiin a certain grim
section of Tremont street, Boston, there
{are forty-three medical offices where this
sort of thing is done, there is a demand
for it. I am told that there are, supposed-
ly reputable physicians in St. Jehn—no-
 fice, I do not say merely ‘“‘there is a phy-
sician,” but “‘there” are physicians”—in
our city of St. John who are willing, not
for the purpose of saving life or preserv-
| ing health, but willing-for a money fee to
do . this sort of thing. There is a-demand
for it. I have begn told by a physician
s | of+this city, one in whom I have all éonfi-
¢ | dence, that' there ig ‘hardly a. week but he
is not asked to do something of this kind.
There i & demand- for it.. O, my breta-
ren, that is where.the responsibility lies,
that is where the horrible " wrong is—
there is a demand for it. i

‘Who -is it that makes this demand?
Who is it. that proposes fhis horrible
crime? Who is it that is responsible?
