Resolved, That the committee on forcign rela-
tons be instructed to inguire into, and report upon
the expediency of an open declaration by Congress
to toreign nations and the world, that the United
States holds strictly to the policy and principle
that eacn individual state, nation or power, pos-
sesses for itsclf the exclusive right un& sole power
to take care and dispose of its own internal con-
cerns, without and exempt from the intervention
und wterference of any foreign government, state,
confederacy, alliance, or power whatsoever; and
thut any such intervention or interference by or
oi the part of any foreign state, government, con-
federacy, ulliance or power, constitutes an infruc-
tion of the luw of nations, authorizing and justify-
ing the interpesition of any or ull other govern-
ments, contederacios, or powers at their discretion,
to prevent such intervention and to repeir such in-
fraction of the law of natiens.

Resolved further—"Thut the same committee be
instructed to inquire also into the expedicncy of
requesting the President of the United States to
canse negotintions to be opened with all other
constitutional governments, with the view and to
the end of obtaining their co-operation with the
United States in the decluration aforesaid, and the
policy and principles thereof, and in the obscry-
ance, defence and maintenance of the law of na-
tions in this respect.

JKoessuri ax Pyipavsupais~—Theeivie feast
in honor of Kossuth took place in Philadelphia on
Friday evening, 20th. Dec. Kossath was not well
enough to sit threugh the dinner, but after the
guests were seated he cume in and made asshort
address, which was enthusiastically received. He
then retired.

After he had left, several speeches were made,
in which there is very little cordiulity expressed
for the doctrines of direct intervention, announced
as the busis of operation of the distinguishéd guest
for whom the assembly had come together. Col.
Montgomery expressed in decided terms, the hope
and conviction that our Government and people
would in no ease depart from the line of policy
marked out by the past, to enter into ary wild cru-
sades in other lands. This wus applauded by
somne of the assemblage.

Major General Patterson of the Philadelphia
Volunteers, who followed, concurred in tll:eae
sentiments, but they were not well received, and
he became angry, as did his nuditors, but finally
was allowed to finish bis speech,

The sixth toast rcad was The Bench and the
Bar of Pennsylvania. 'The Hon. Judge Kane, of
the U. 8. District Court, responded to this in a
speech expressing in most unqualified terms the
opinion that it is now the duty of this gevernment,
as well as its policy, to aid the efforts M'ulld»eupln,
no matter where they may be, for their independ-
ence and freedom,

Mr. Cummings of the Evening Bulletin made
a Speech warmly praising Kossuth, The North
American report says :—

“He said he was for Hungary, but he was op-
posed to any policy or movement that would cause
us regret hereafter ; and, therefore, he could not
approve of intermeddling in the affuirs of other
natiens, 8o as to involve ourselves in hostile con-
flicts and relations with them. He was opposed
to any and all governmental interference. He was
interrupted at dufferent times with warm and con-
tinued applanse.

Judge Kelley of the Police Court followed,
warmly taking up the cause of Kessuth, and ad-
vocating the doctrine of armed intervention. O-
ther speeches were made, and the company soon
after adjourned, having had as good a time as they
could have, under the circumstances; the guest
they came to honor being absent.

Kossora AT Bavtimone.—Kossuth arrived in
Baltimere by a special train from Philadelphia at
3 o'clock on Saturduy afternoon. He was met at
the railway station by a large concourse of citi-
zens and militia, and escorted to his lodgings at the
Entaw House. At 8 o'clock he met a large and
crowded assembly of ladies and gentlemen, pre-
viously assembled at the Hall of{: the American
Institute, which had been filled by personr admit-
ted on tickets, and delivered an address.

Kossuru A1 Wasuinerox,—Kossuth has ar-
rived at Washington. The telegraph brought the
following account of his arrival and reception :

Wasuinaron, Dec. 30.—Kossuth arrived here
at 11 o’clock this morning. He was received by
Messrs. Shields and Seward, of the Senate Com-
mittee, and by Marshal Wallach, of the District of
Columbia, large crowd assembled to witness
his arrival. Senator Bhields briefly welcomed him
to the Capital in an appropriate speech. Kossuth
in reply expressed great satisfaction at the honor
conferred upon him.

He was then conducted to Brown’s Hotel, where
a large crowd of ple had assembled, and who
received him wimnthuniunic cheers : shortly
after he appeared upon the balcony, and after bow-
ing his thanks, withdrew to the ::!mrtments pro-
vided for him. Loud cries were made for a speech,
and much disappointment was experienced ‘at his
non-compliance.

At half-past 11 o’clock the Secretary of State,
Mr. Webster, had a private interview with him.

The speech of Kossuth at Baltimore gives of-
fence both to the Intelligencer and the Republic,
and they ussert that he will be disappointed of his
expectations at Washington.

“I'he President, in an interview with Kossuth,
told him that his message was intended for the
world, and that he meant to abide by the policy
he there enunciated. In other words, that the
United States would not adopt Kossuth’s non-
intervention policy.
