Peking, Aug. 7.—Despatches from
Tsitsihar, Province of Holung-Kiang,
announce that 750 bandits were
slaughtered by soldiers in the barracks
there by command of the provincial
‘Tuchum, or military governor.

The victims were among 1,200 out-
laws who surrendered recently and
were being trained for the army of
Chang Tso-Lin, the Manchurian war
lord. Because of the ‘mutinous attitude
of the prisoners, 50 were summoned be-
fore the military authorities, ostensibly
for a reprimand.

It subsequently transpired that 'the
50 had been executed, whereupon the
remaining banglts tried to escape. They
were surrounded by provincial troops
and a fight followed.~ The troops, usig
large guns, destroyed three camp bu#ld-
ings and wiped out most of the ban-
dits. Fifty of the regulars were kill-

ON U. S COAL

Protection for Alberta
Product.

Regina, Sask., Aug. 7.—Premier
Charles A. Dunning, of Saskatchewan,
l¢ advocating protection of the West-
ern Canada coal industry against com-
petition from the U. S. in the 'same
way as the manufacturing industries of
Canada are protected.

“I would have the Government put
up a protective tariff on U. S. coal, s0
as to 'make competition of Alberta coal
with 'American coal at present freight
rales possible,” he said.

Better Highways
In 1923 to Absorb
$288,000,000

Washington, Aug. 4—(A. P.)—The
1923 road construction season is ex-
pected to add many hundreds of miles
to the country’s system of improved
highways. Figures compiled by the
Bureau of Good Roads of the Depart-
ment of Agriculture from 21 scattered
states show thev will have available
$288,000,000 for this purpose, compared
to $273,000,000 spent by them last year.
On federal-aid work, which constitutes
something like one-half the total mile-
age, thcre was under construction
March 31 work estimated to cost $258,-
000,000, as compared with $238,000,000
on the same date a year ago.

The general outlook is regarded as
considerably better than a year ago,
when the railroad and coal strikes were
| disturbing factors. The designgion of
federal-aid highways is now completed
in 33 states, and is almost complete in
the others. Thirty states now tax
gasoline, as compared with only four
at the beginning of 1921, and most of
this revenue goes for road purposes.

VERDICT GIVEN

It was announced by the detective
department  this afternoon that a
charge of manslaughter had been
brought against Thomas Crawford in
connection with the death of Owen
McCann who was struck by an aute-
mobile driven by the defendant on the
morning of July 29.

The preliminary hearing will be be-
gun tomorrow morning in the police
court. l

It is predicted that a campaign will
be started at once against men
under the influence of liquor' driving
automobiles.

The charges against him previous-
ly were those of driving a car
while under the influence of liquer
and of neglecting to stop after the ac-
cident. E. J. Henneberry is acting for
the defense.

The coroner’s enquiry into the death
of Owen McCann was brought to a
close last evening and the jury found
that he came to his death as the re-

sult of being hit by an automolile dri=:

Venhby'!"h is Crawford,
Here Is Verdict.

"'The verdict was as follows:

“That Owen McCann died at the
city of St. John on Thursday, thé sec-
ond dav of August, 1923. That he
came to his death from injuries re-
ceived by being struck by an automo-
bile driven by Thomas Crawford on
thé morning of the 29th day of July,
1923.- Signed, Ernest J. Todd, fore-
man; ‘A. M. Sherwood, William Crabb,
Joseph Taylor, John B. Jones, D. J.
Stockford and M. J. Isaacs.”

Dr. A. S. Chesley, interne at the
General Public Hospital, who wasg on
duty when McCann was admitted to
the institution told of his condition
when brought there. The man was un-
cuenscious and blood was oazing from
the right ear. There was a bruise on
the right chéek and behind the right

'ear and he was bruised on the left ‘el-

bow and right shoulder. There was no
irdication of liquor on the patient. He
would judge the man had rolled and
had only one direct fall. In his opin-
ion the wound on the head was from
a direct blow.

After summing up Coroner H. A.
Porter gave the jury the following six
questions to answer:

1. Was deceased hit by a car driven
by Thomas Crawford?

2. Did such contact, if any, cause in-
juries which resulted in death?

8. Was Crawford under the influence
of liquor at the time?

4. Was Crawford negligent, and if so,
what?

5. Was
what?

6. If McCann was guilty of any negli-
gence could Crawford have aveided hit-
ting him with the car?

E. J. Todd, foreman of the jury,
when asked this morning why the jury
had failed to deal with the last four
questions said they felt it was theip
duty to fix the cause of death, but that
the matter of relative negligence or lia-
bility on the part of either Crawford or
McCann was a matter for the courts to
decide and as this was already before
the court they had not dealt with that
rhase of the question.
