#THE HALIFAX SENSATION

‘A writer in the Haiifax Mail says:—

Not in any spirit of petty faudlt-
* finding, but just as the statement of
a plain truth I am led to say that
there is an ever-increasing number of
citizens who regard it as an outrage
that the ex-City Collector should be in
Dofrehester, and the ex-Secretary of the
Housing Commission should be in
Rockhead Prison, while the ex-Secre-
tary of the City Health Board should
be': enjoying his freedom across the
border.” :

The explanation of these comments
is ffqund in the report of Price, Water-
house & Co., on the condition of the

‘ finances of the city of Halifax. Here
is ‘one extract:—

“On reference to our report of Janu-
ary 29, 1924, dealing with the financial
‘affalrs of the city, you will note that
“there is of monies having
Leen received by the Collector of
Taxes and not turned over to the City
‘Treasurer to the following extent:

“In addition te the above 'defalca-
tion in the City Collector’s office, we
found that the Secretary of the Hous-
ing Committee had received collection
aggregating $3,909.28 for which he had
failed to accotint; and that the secre-
tary of the City Health Board had re-
ceived sums aggregating $1,808.28
which he had not turned over to the
City Treasurer. In the latter depart-
ment the records were in such unsatis-
factory condition that it was impos-
sible to determine whether the amount
of $1,808.28 represented the entire
shortage.

“It is quite possible that the short-
age in the City Collector’s office may
be increased as the work of collecting
outdtandings proceeds since it may be

. found that items shown on the records
as unpaid have already been collected
and not accounted for by the collector.
At April 80, 1923, the total outstand-
ings shown by the records were as fol-

lows:

“Of the balance of $1,986,769.77 of
Municipal Taxes outstanding at April
90, -1028, & total of $325,181.00 was

collected during the period ending
December 81, 1923, leaving the balance
outstanding at that date $1,661,5678.18.

“Apart from defalcations there will
be a loss on collection of taxes as the
outstandings represent an accumila-
tion covering a period of fifteen years.
Under the provisions of .the city char-
ter the lien upon personal property ex-
pires at the end of the civic year for
which the taxes are rated, and the
lien upon real property at the end of
three years from the time when such
rates are due and payable. The lien
for the 1921-22 taxes in respect of real
property will therefore expire on May
8lst next.” -

While the chief” blame for the situ-
ation thus revealed is laid at the door
of the city auditor, the auditing firm
points out weaknesses and recommends
drastic changes in the system in vogue
in the various civic departments. The
report illustrates the value of an out-
side audit from time to time. ‘L'he City
Council of Halifax is confronted by
conditions which call for the exercise
of the best business ability available,
to make the needed reforms completely
effective and guarantee the citizens
against any sich disclosure in the
future as has now shocked the city.
The taxpayers have a right to know
that their rights are guarded by their
servants in the Council.

THE OIL SCANDAL

The oil scandal in the United States
grows worse. The revelations made
last Friday before the Senate investi-
gating committee by Edward L. Do-
heny involves the name not only of
Albert B. Fall, to whom he lent
$100,000, but those of William G. Mc-
Adoo, who is a candidate for the
Democratic nomination for the Presi-
dency; Thomas W. Gregory, second
Attorney General in the Wilson Cab-
inet, and chosen last week by President
Coolidge as one of the federal prose-
cutors of the oil ring; Lindley M. Gar-
rison, first Secretary of War in the
Wilson Cabinet; the late Franklin K.
Lane, first Secretary of the Interior in
the Wilson Cabinet; George Creel,
civilian chairman of the wartime pub-
licity committee; and Leo T. Stack,
a Colorado politician. i

Doheny says he employed McAdoo
about a year after he retired from
the office of Secretary of the Treasury,
and paid him in four years $250,000,
and still employs him to represent his
oil interests in Washington. He says
he paid Gregory $2,000 as a retainer

to go before President Wilson and the |

State Department in his interest; that
after Garrison left the Cabinet he was
employed to look after Doheny’s New
York interests; that Lane was also
employed after he left the Cabinet;
that Creel got $5,000 to use his sup-
posed influence with Secretary Dahiels
and that Stack also received a sum of
money, although he paid it back later,
along with the $5,000 received by Creel.
Commenting on these revelations the
New York® Herald says:—
* «1f Doheny’s story is. true, if it is
not demolished by the public men in-
volved in his testimony before the
Senate Lands Committee, then those
public men are eliminated from puiblic
life. If Doheny’s story is true to the
extent that William G. McAdoo has
been on his payroll at $50,000 a year
for five years, or practically ever since
Mr. McAdoo retired from the Cabinet,
then it is not conceivable that Mr.
McAdoo, until yesterday one of the
foremost candidates for the Democratic

' nomination for President, will have

any chance of winning that nomina-
tion. Even if Mr. McAdoo could
demonstrate that, despite Doheny’s
story, he never used his influence with
the Wilson Administration to -aid the
oil interests, his political career is fin-
ished if it is admitted that he has
diawn down a quarter of a million
dollars from Doheny. And what is true
of McAdoo is true of the others. Fhe
testimony of Doheny that he paid
money to Thomas W. Gregory, who

was Attorney-General under the Wil- |-

son Administration, has already had
its effect. President Coolidge,’ who in a
spirit of fairness chose Gregory as one
of the lawyers to investigate the oil
scandal, will- doubtless recall the ap-
pointment.”

Of course the other side of the story
is yet to be heard, and one writer
points out that there is no hint that

for Doheny wag improper or unethical.
His chances for the Democratic nomi-

| nation are, howéver, conceded to be

greatly injured; for, as the Herald
further says:—

“The reaction of the public, In so
far as the political side of the matter
is concerned, is pitiless. The news that
has come out in the last few days
abott oil has so worked up the. public
that everything connected with the oil
leases and the men who obtained them
is under suspicion, justifiable or not.
OIl is for the moment anathema.”

Albert B. Fall is to go before the
Senate committee again tomorrow. The
others involved will also be heard, with
the exception of Mr. Lane, who i

dead. As both Republicans and Demo-

crats are involved the matter no longer

has a partisan aspect.

It would be
sound economy, if, at the same time,
precautions were taken to prevent a
renewal of the overloading of the civil
service through political influence.”
