Britain Warned
Of Big Increase

Nearly 300 P. G. Between 1859

.2rand 1914, Doctor Says,
While Population Was Less
Than Doubled.

London, June 8, (By Mail)—*“On
Jaunary 1, 1859, there were, in England
and Wales, 36,672 insahe persons under
care,” writes Dr, Harry ' Roberts in
“The Cardiff Times and South Wales
Weekly News.” .

“On Jaunary 1, 1914, this number
had grown to 140,287, an increase of
nearly 300 per cent. Yet during that
period® the population of England and
Wales increased by less than 90
cent. It is said that between 1874 and
1896 the rate of mentally defectives
to ordinary people more than doubled
in this country; and there is, at the
present tithe, no slackening in this rate
of increase.

“It is not only our asylums in which |,

the feeble-minded are to be found. They
constitute also a large proportion of the
convict inmates of prisons, And, to
quote the last annual report of the
Board of Control, ‘the large majority
of able-bodied adults whom we see in

poor-law institutions are residing there

because of their mental ¢onditien, and
some of them might and should be cer-
tified. :

“Many others are defectives of the
type who, in their own interests and in
that of the community, are in urgent
need of the protection afforded by the
Mental Deficiency Act, and ought not
to be allowed to take their discharge.
Among them are to be found many fee-
ble-minded women of child-bearing age,

J-gha advisability of whose detention is
unquestioned.

“It is, in any case, beyond dispute
that in the very heart of our civiliza~
tion there is a steadily increasing
of disintegration calculated, in the
long run, to bring about the decay of
the whole unless means are found to
errest it, For it is certgin that noth-
ing in the way of environmental im-
provements, education, the treatment
of physical disease, or any other ame~
lioration of the outward conditions of
human life will ultimately serve us if

It is only within comparatively
recent yvears that lunatics, idiots and
mentally deficlent ~persons generally
were ' taken care of, guarded, and,
where possible, again turned loose on,
society. Formerly lunatics rarely re-
covered with their life.
