forerunners of the tanks of the world
war. e Crusaders made Beth-shan a
point of attack in their vain efforts to
! conquer Damascus, When the Assyrians
! came down like a wolf on the fold, Beth-
shan was one of the places they took and
it has dominated in turmn by the Greeks,
Romans and Arabs. The investigators
expect to find there the strata of per-
haps more than seven cities each built
upon the ruins of the other as successive
waves of invasion swept over and des-
troyed it. It is within sight of the Mount
Transfiguration, the scene of battles be-
tween David and Saul and the Witch
of Endor who recalled the shade of the
prophet Samuel to enlighten Saul, had
‘her home near this ancient city whose
secrets now are sought.
