Montreal—-Advances this week have
been made for coarse salt, Tarragona al-
monds, shoe dressing, various canned
peaches and pears, table raisins and can-
ned oysters.

The prices of maple products and
molasses, syrups, nuts and dried fruits
are also very firmly maintained.
