Conlon, who appeared for the defendants 
argued that they did not have to pay 
this amount, as the agreement meant 
only that he was to receive $10 a week 
when he made sales and was not sup­
posed to be paid when there were no 
sales made. During the twenty-o 
that he received his salary, he 
only $87 as commissions. It was held by 
the court that as the plaintiff had been 
shown to have reported to the office 
every morning and had many calls even 
though few sales were reported, he was 
still entitled to receive $10 a week as 
long as he remained in the employ of the 
company.
