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VITAL QUESTIONS
If the citizens did but realize the fact,
those matters of which Mr. John J. Brad-
ford spoke in the Congregational church
’yel.terdly afterndon are the really import-
ent things in civic life. For in a com-
munity where the people recognise and
* .perform their duty to the coming citizens
'—the boys and girls—there need be mno
:miugivings with regard to matters in geu-
(eral. Why is the educational system not
better adapted to the needs of the great
majority? Why is child labor permitted?
Why did Mr. Bradford get the impression
that most of the boys on our streets smoke
cigarettes? Why is there no medical in-
spection in our echools, when an examina-
tion of the children in the Amherst schools
| ghowed three quarters of them to be suf-
fering from some defect, perhaps very
slight, but sufficient to be a hm@icap in
the race? Why have we not more play-
grounds, and why are the echool buildings
not_converted into eocial centres? .
{ Mr. Bradford plainly declares that the
church should give attention to these mat-
ters, and that even the tin can in the
back yard has a certain relation to the
practical exercise of our religion. He
would have community effort, which un-
fortunately is very hard to secure, but
'there is really no other solution of the
imimblem. If in addition to the work done
lin connection with each church there were
!dombinations of men and women from
\each’ for specific purposes -on a, more gen-
lerous scale, there would be a keener con-
sciousness of defects to be overcome and
la greater awakening .of that public senti-
ment which is essential to success in all
lwork for civic and social betterment.
! That for which Mr. Bradford pleaded
was dwelt upon also by another speaker
grom abroad who was heard in the city
yesterday. Mrs. Deborah Knox Living-
stone was epeaking on temperance, and
ehe made the point that the greatest aeset
of the country is its boys and girls, and
that conservation of them is of more
walne than conservation of its forests. A
wight sense of duty toward the children
wrould not only remove great temptations
as far as possible from them, but would
;emble them to cultivate their powers
| phyeical and mental, and their moral
faculties, under the most favorable condi-
ions. :

We are not doing this in St. John, and
imo one pretends that we are, despite all
‘the eplendid agencies that have been pro-
‘wided. These are not doing their work
generally and effectively because there is
'gtill so much lacking, and nothing so
‘much as the awakening of all the people
%o a sense of their power to change and
i improve the conditions, and a united de-
~¢‘,ermination to effect the change. But we
are making progress. The aim of the
Playgrounds Association is to havp social

entres in winter as well as playgrounds
§n summer, and to have the school build-

ngs made of greater service to the peo-
le. Mr. Bradford tells us that England
@nd France are behind Germany, the
'.fUnited States are behind England and
France, and Canada is behind the United
States. And yet nowhere are there such
fine opportunities as in this new country,
swhich has not yet developed to a large
xtent what is called the elum. We have
elum conditions in our larger cities, and
ghere is great danger that the evil will
ow. The hope of prevention lies in the
;lwakening of the civic conscience, so that
each citizen ‘will recognise the duty he or
whe owes to all the children.

Tt is to be regretted that in a city like
{8t. John only about seventy-five or eighty
persons assembled to hear one of the most
lstriking addresses on a subject of vital im-
;portance that the citizens have had an op-
&p:rtunity to hear; for Mr. Bradford

ows his subject and has proved his qual-

y in the town of Amherst. Shall it be
gaid that in one very important par-
"ticular St. John is a emaller town than
Amherst? It may be hoped that the in-
#piration a few derived from his - address
will lead to excellent results in better or-

nization for community effort in this
city for the welfare of thie coming citiz-

ens. It may also be hoped that Mr. Brad-
ford may visit the city again, and that
the efforts of the Y. M. C. A. to do prac-
gical work along this line will be con-
inued and receive the support of the cit-
izens. Much good work for social welfare
ean be done during the winter season
swhich will soon be upon us.

A RELIGIOUS SACRIFICE

~ them in another sphere of existence. The
| Countess Nogi also passed, with him who
had shared her life and was its hero.
Calmly they made their preparations, as
, for a religious rite, which it really was,
! and together they made the last great. sac-
' pifice, at the moment when the emperor'’s
body was borne forth from the palace on
the first stage of its journey to the sacred
city.
No event of recent history eo grips the
imagination as this voluntary sacrifice by
the great soldier and his wife. This was
no mere suicide. It takes us back to a
period long before  Christianity had been
| preached in Japan, and it eerves also to
'wemind us that people of any one faith
}are not alone in a devotion which has no
'fear of death. It may be that never again
will such a eacrifice occur, for young
Japan, even if it does not embrace Chris-
tianity, will doubtless come to believe that
to serve the living is the highest manifest-
ation of intelligent faith. But it is -Te-

markable that even at the present stage
of Japanese development there should be
a great man who could believe that under
such circumstances he was best serving
God and his country by a voluntafy sacri-
fice of his own life. There have been many
fervent believers at all times who were
willing to serve God by eacrificing others,
and the species is not yet wholly extinct;
but thie fine old pagan, who had nobly
served his country in times of stress,
seems to have believed in a very literal
sense that in losing his life he would in-
deed find it, in the realm whither his be-
loved emperor had gone before him.
The people of the western world find it
difficult to umderstand the association of
patriotism and religion in the Japanese
mind. The nation will be profoundly

moved by this act of General and Countess !

Nogi, for Shintoism and Buddhism are stil!
the prevailing religions. It was but late-
ly the story was told of a Japanese ex-
pedition which went into Central Asia to
explore the ruins of a Buddhist state

which flourished before the Christian era, ! ﬂ’
| ffny things which you said four years ago| .

but ¥ now hidden by the sands of the
desert; and the Japanese scholar at the
head of the expedition gravely tells how
twice through fervent prayers to Buddha
the expedition was eaved from annihila-
tion. The Times has before referred to a
Japanese writer who is convinced that out
of Shintoism, Buddhism and Christianity
his people will yet evolve a world relig-
ion to replace them all. :
Tremendous possibilities are bound up
with the awakening of the Orient, with
its teeming millions of people, strong. of
body and keen of mind, who are prepared
to assert that they too are the children of
God, and to dispute the right of the white
race to impose upon them anything which
does not commend itself to their favor.
Count Nogi listens with respect to the
Christian message, and offers no objec-
tion to ite circulation in his native land;
but in the supreme hour he dons the cos-
tume of his ancestors, commends his soul
to their Deity, a.nd_ goes to his own place.

THE LIBERAL POLICY

Sir Wilfrid Laurier, in demanding larger
markets, has given the Liberal party a
battle-cry for the next’ political campaign.
This question was not eettled last Sep-
tember. No question is settled until it is
settled right, and Canada needs and must
have larger markets. Hon. Mr. Lemieux
was quite right when he said that “the
vote of September 21 was not a vote
against the fiscal policy of the Laurier
government, but a vote of prejudice and
passion.”

The present government has the support
of the trusts, and they demand their
price, which must be paid by the ®onsum-
ers of the country, while many of the lat-
ter, who are also producers, are denicd
access on favorable terms to their natural
market.

It is most unfortunate that the progress
of Canada should be retarded by political
partisanship. The wave of artfully aroused
prejudice, deliberately encouraged for
political purposes by demagogues, has had
two bad effects. It has delayed the in-
crease of prosperity which will come with
larger free markets, and the curbing of
the greed of the trusts; and it has delayed
the construction of a Canadian navy. Both
of these results are to the discredit of the
party in power, and upon calm reflection
the people perceive that a costly mistake
was made when the government which
had done and was doing so much to pro-
mote the welfare of the country was set
agide to give place to the champions of
privilege and national discord. The de-
mand for larger markets has mnot been
overcome, nor is the triumph of the trusts
complete. Here are some pertinent re-
marks from the Grain Growers’ Guide:—

“The railway magnates, protected manu-
facturers and bankers always meet de-
mands for changes in our fiscal policy by
declaring that Canada is ‘exceedingly pros-
perous,” They arrive at this conclusion by
keeping their eyes on their own bank ac-
counts. These gentlemen certainly are pros-
perous, but they absolutely refuse to pass
prosperity around. It is a popular dish,
and they should remember that no gentle-
man gobb es all the good things at the
banquet table.”

The tories are strong on banquets, but
the people are beginning to ask who pays
the bills and why the banquet table should
not be enlarged. Sir Wilfrid Laurier gives
voice to their sentiments.

 NATURAL GAS IN INDUSTRIS

Moncton Cotton Factory Records a
Large Saving—Others Find It Eco-

.. nomical

(Moncton Transcript)
Several of the industrial establishments,

that the use of natural gas against awti-
ficial gas for heating purposes for machin-
ery means that the natural gas is not only
much lower in price, but thdt its heating
ability is 50 per cent. higher. One estab-
lishment with the same service used 24,060
cubic feet of artificial fuel gas in a month
but only 16,000 cubic feet of the natural
gas in a similar period. There was there-
fore not only a saving in the price of nat-
ural gas as against artificial gas, but a sav-
ing of 50 per cent. in the quantity consum-
ed; hence the net result to that industrial
establishment was that its fuel for heating
purposes for smelters costs today one-gixth
of the former cost.

F. N. Hall, of the Moncton & Buctouche
Railway, has been running a gasoline en-
gine in connection with a stone crusher.
He has now eubstituted natural gas for
gasoline and reports a saving of 75 per
cent. in the cost.

The Dominion Textile Co. recently in-
stalled gas as a substitute for fuel purpos-
es. For 15,602 hours, it consumed $14L.75
in coal. Since natural gas has been install-
ed, the fuel cost for 14,210 loom hours, is
only $102.05. Proportionately to the num-
ber of loom hours, the cost of the coal
fuel should have been $129.10, an actual
saving of $27.05 on coal, but if the number
of loom hours be taken in each case under
natural gas supply; the cost of the latter
for 15,602 loom hours would have been
about $112.04 or a saving of natural gas
against coal in that case of $29.71.

In addition to this there is the decrease
in the cost of handling of about 20 per
cent. This of course is due to there being
no cinders or dirt.

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BRITISH NAVY AND
“THE GERMAN PERL"

Sir Wilfrid's Statement in Accord
With That of One Who Should
Know Best, Hon. Winston
Churchill

(Halifax Recorder)

When Sir Wilfrid, in the course of a
speech in Montreal a short time ago, said,
“there is no German peril,” his utterance
was, as usual, misreported and misrep-
resented. Yet if the most emphatic dec-
larations from the most authoritative
sources in Britain are to be acce ted as of
any value, his words expresssed a literal
fact. England need not fear a naval clash
with Germany this year, next year, or for
some years to come, if the official statist-
ics are correct.. 1f they are not, from
whence can correction come?

At present it seems that, no matter what
contention is made, or by whom, there are
aiways figures adduced in apparent sub-
stantiation thereof, the wildest and most
diverse figuring being indulged in, each
disputant having his own set of statistics.
The truth of the matter is that there is
a mighty deal of unmitigated mendacity
being bandied back and forth concerning
naval matters just now, and the whole
question is much beclouded as a result.
~The only figures which “can have any
claim to authenticity are those given out
by the admiralty department. What that
department does not know of a certainty
cannot be known by anyone else, and all
statistics conflicting therewith must be re-
garded as merely guesswork, conjecture, or
out-and-out invention. Now, in the speech
delivered by the first lord of the adrgiralty
in presenting his report to the House of
Commons on July 24, the following sum-
mary was made:

“In accordance with the present pro-
gramme of both countires we should have
33 battleships in full commission by the
time Germany had 25; we should have a
fifth battle squadron of 8 additional ships,
fully commissioned, as against ' the four
German parent ships in the reserve, and
g0 we should then have a total of 41 battle-
ships with active gervice personnel against
Germany’s 29, ‘It was true that 8 out of
the 41 would be stationed at Gibraltar,

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but they would be in home waters very
frequently, certainly at any time when the
fifth battle squadron was away, and there-
fore not instantly available.

“But our resources were not yet exhaust-
ed. There would be another battle squad-
ton of eight ships manned by the immedi-
ate reserve, which could be called out with-
out a proclamation, and lastly, there would
be an eighth squadron formed on mobili-
zation, and this was a squadron incom-
parably superior to the last reserve squad-
ron of any other country in the world. .. .

“In the fourth quarter of 1913 we should
Lave,” Mr. Churchill said, “I18 Dread-
nought battleships as against Germany’s
13; in the fourth quarter of 1914 the num-
bers would be 2¢ and 16; in the last quar-
ter of 1915, 27 and 17, and he was not
counting the -two Lord Nelsons, both of
which vessels were accounted Dreadnoughts
by the French. Of -battle cruisers we
should have in the fourth quarter of 1913
eight as against Germany’s four; in 1914,
nine as against five; and in 1915, ten as
against six.” He combatted the view that
the four battle cruisers which were to go
to the Mediteranean could not be spared
explaining that the 60 per cent. margin of
new construction had always been intend-
ed to cover a certain amount of over-sea
obligation, and then he repelled the charge
that he had described the dangers ahead,
but had done nothing to meet them. All
this adverse criticism, he submitted, did
not serve the cause of methodical, steady,
tireless naval development. ‘‘The govern-
ment had the situation well in hand, and
there was no ground for panic or alarm.”

This reduces the “peril” to very ordinary
proportions, and when Bir Wilfrid said:
“there is no German peril,” he was mdre-
ly repeating the views of the one man in
the empire, the first lord of the admiralty,
who is in a position to give an absolutely
avthoritative announcement.

In referring to this very statement by
Hon. Winston Churchill, C. H. Cahan in a
recent letter to the Montreal Gazette says:
“Is there any doubt in regard to the abso-
lute accuracy of the official statement above
quoted? If so, in what way is it possible
for an ordinary ‘business man who is de-
sirous of knowing the truth, to ascertain
the real facts?”’ .

The answer is, there is no other way. 1f
the figures of the admiralty department are
rejected, there is no way whatever to get

at the facts, for no authoritative state-
ments can come from any other source—
pot even from the “Montreal Star.”

.

MONUMENT TO FATHER MEAHAN

Moncton, N. B., Sept. 15—Nearly 1,000
peopl_e’. participated in the procession at the
unveiling and blessing of the Father Mea-
han monument in the Roman Catholic
cemetery, Shediac Road, this afternoon.
The procession was more than a mile long,
probably the largest held by any church in
this section. In addition to members of
societies and parishioners who were in the
procession, a vast concourse of people,
members of St. Bernard’s church, and citi-
zens generally, assembled at the cemetery
and witnessed the impressive services.

Fully 4,000 people were at the unveiling.
During the service addresses were delivered
by Father Savage, in English, and Father
Labbe, of Memramcook, in French. The
Citizens Band assisted St. Bernard’s choir
in the musical part of the service, and the
hymn, Nearer My God to Thee was sung
at the close by the vast congregation. The
societies of the church taking part in the
procession included the Sunday school
children, C. M. B. A,, A. 0. H,, Catholic
Order of Foresters, five different French
societies, Knights of Columbus, Young
Men of St. Bernard’s, unorganized parish-
ioners. The Moncton Citizens Band and
the Memramcook Band were in the parade.

TRADES AND LABOR CONGRESS

A radical resolution calling upon the
various authorities to devote the monecy
now spent on alms houses and similar in-
stitutions to the purpose of supporting
destitute women and children in their own
homes was unanimously passed amid
cheers by the Trades and Labor Congress
in session at Guelph.

A resolution calling upon federal and
provincial governments to authorize the
solemnization of marriage by magistrates,
justices of the peace or other public offic-
ers was adopted.

The executive will eadeavor to secure on
eight hour day and a minimum wage of
fifty cents an hour on the Quebec bridge.

Suggestions for ehorter hours for street
railway employes were referred to the
provincial secretary of British Columbia.

The convenfion approved of the women
suffrage propaganda and refused to change
the date of Labor Day before adjourning.
