In cases where commission
form of ‘government has been a failure,
as in St. John, the fault lay in the fact,
that the. wrong type of men were
elected, men who thought they owned
their departments and who did not
have the interests of the wage-earner
at heart.

1 personally know of a live wire tourist
publicity proposition that will be a
big hoost, also a scheme to have many
manufacturing concerns locate in St.
John, and you all know that.new in-
dustries is what St. John must have
in order to prosper.

I will place public lavatories in the
city for men and women. I will fight
for cheaper street car fare. I will ad-
vocate plenty of play grounds for
children.

Above all T will fight for tax reduc-
tion and a proper system of taxatlon.
Three words of the English language
supply a remedy from the present out-
rageous taxation; they are cut out
graft.

The wage-earners’ tax in this city
is out of the question. I will fight
hard to place the wage-earners’ tax on
the following basis: A tax of five dol-
lars on the first thousand dollars, and
all above that amount to be taxed at
the city rate.

Breslau, March 16.—(By mail.)—
Paul Spaethe, executioner, who re-
cently shot himself in this city, left a
considerabale estate. Before the war
500 marks, or $125, and traveling . ex-
penses was the fee paid for each execu-
tion, and it has now returned to about
the same amount.

Spaethe has guillotined 45 persons.
That was emphasized by his lighting
45 candles, one to each of his victims,
before he shot himself, He invested
his earnings in a restaurant and in real
estate which enhanced in value, so his
heirs are well provided for.
