Get three pounds of the shin. Cut the 
marrow all out and try out in Iron fry­
ing pan.

When 
nearly done turn In one can of toma­
toes, Cook until potatoes are thoroughly 
cooked, then thicken with tablespoon 
and a half of flour mixed smooth in 
tablespoon of butter. Cook a few min­
utes and remove from fire. Take all the 
small pieces of meat and put in the stew 
and save the nice even slices for another 
meal to be eaten
