He was sentenced to be dismissed from his Majesty's*.

5. The finding and sentence were confirmed on the 1st of
October 1942, by the Senior Combatant Officer, Canadian Army, Overseas.

6. This ex-officer was then returned to Canada and the
finding and sentence were promulgated by the Officer Commanding ho.3 A 
District Depot at Fort Frontenac, Kingston, Ontario, on the 26th day
of November, 1942.

Prior to the above General Court-Martial this ex- 
officer was tried by General Court-Martial on the_!st September, 1942, 
at that time he was charged with absence without leave and mproper 
use of a motor vehicle. He was found guilty on both charges and was 
sentenced tc a severe reprimand and loss of seniority. This sentence 
was confirmed on the 5th day of September, 1942, but while awaiting 
promulgation of the finding of the sentence Lieut. Knox went absent 
without leave and was subsequently apprehended and brought before a 
later Court-Martial under the five charges set out above.
