A CRYING EVIL.

Cardinal Gibbens on the .Tardiness
With Which Punishment isjMeted
. out to Griminals.

The last :page of Cardinal Gibbons’
new work, “Our Christain Heritage,”
is devoted ‘to a consideration of the
tardiness with which punishment is
meted out {to ecriminals—murderers
especially. The cardinal says—A crying
evil is the wide interval that so often
interposes between a criminal’s convict-
jon and the execution of the sentence,
and the frequent defeat of justice by the
delay. Human life is indeed sacred, but
the laudable effort to guard it has gone
beyond bounds. Oflate years the diffi-
culty to convict, in murder trials especial-
1y, has greatly increased from the widen-
ed application of the pleas in bar—
notably that of insanity. When a con-
viction has been reached, innumerable
delays generally stay the execution. The
many grounds of exception allowed
the counsel, the appeals from one court
to another, with final application to the
governor, and the facility with which
signatures for pardon are obtained, have
combined to throw around culprits an
extravagant protective system, and gone
: far to rob jury trial of its substance and
efficacy. A prompt execution of the
law’s sentence after a fair trial has been
had is that which strikes terror into evil-
doers and i public

justice, and given plausible grounds for

A GREAT BIG EAGLE.

Nearly Six Feet Across, and Dropped on
the Ontario’s Deck in a Storm.

On Oct. 13, the British bark Ontario,
from Barbadoes, bound for Boston, was
struck by one of the fiercest gales that
handsome Captain Hunter had ever seen.
The wind blew with hurricane force and
the monster seas dashed over the bark.
Some of the sailors went aloft to cutaway
some canvas, which had been ripped by
the gusts. From the tops of the masts
above the foamy white caps one of the
men sgied a black object bearing weakly
with the wind uponthem. - The ship was
at that time forty miles south-southeast of
Block Island. The black object drew
nearer and nearer, until finally it reach-
ed the ship, hovered an instant, and then
a great, gray black and white eagle fell
limply to the deck.

e visitor evidently had not his sea
legs on, for the sailors caught him easily,
and soon had his wings tied closely to
his sides. The bird was a monster. He
measured 6 feet across from tip to tip of
his wings. His claws_were as large as
‘the hands of a man. His eagleship ex-
tended one of them to shake with one of
his captors, and the latter got out of the
way and applied arpica.

The bird
ripped Charlie’s trousers from the knee
down. The doctor has the bird on exhi-
bition at Quarantine now, and will give
it a dose of chloroform. 1t'will make a
handsome addition to his large collection
of stuffed birds and anima’s.

MR. BLAINE'S FOREIGN POLICY.

Hayti, San Domingo and Cuba tn.) be
Asked to Enter the United States.

A Washington special to the New York
Herald of the 19th. says: The diplomatic
powers of Frederick Douglass are not to lie
in the innocuous desuetude of a short resi-
dence at Port au Prince. He is o atterpt
to convince President Hippolyte that
a surrender of the control of the foreign
relations of the Black Republic to the
United States will be y: conducive
to the security and prosperity of that
country. A guarantee of the autonomy
of the island is to be had from the United
States, coupled with the concession of
naval privileges and a right to land
troops in the discretion of the proper
American  authority to repel invasion
or insure domestic tranquility. Should
Hayti prove tolerant of the seductive
suggestion Mr. Douglass is expected to
extend the sphere of his influence to
San Domingo. He will do so even
if Hippolyte and his cabinet should take
the other course, with a view to applying
moral pressure upon the larger commun-
ity by stamping, if possible, the charact-
ter of proteges of the United States upon
the Spanish speaking section of the island.
It is also stated that Minister Palmer is
to use his official good offices at Madrid
to drop into theminds of the Dons and
grandees of the Spanish capital an occas-
gional hint that Spain would be well out
ofCuba, and Cuba would be well out of

in. In the delicate and non—-commit-

Toroxto, Oct. 21.—In view of the
French school difficulty, the Minister of
Education has issued & new set of regu-
lations enjoining that the English shall
be the langaage of instruction in all Eng-
lish subjects and communication between
the pupils and the teachers on matters of
discipline and school management shall
also be made in English.

Institutes to impart English to the
French teachers shall be held annuslly.

A series of bi-lingual readers similar
to those in New Brunswick have been
published and are in authorized use. It
is prescribed that when a pupil enters
the third form of each French public
school, his knowiedge of English shall be
sufficient to enable him touse all the
highest text books authorizod in the or-
dinary publie school so far as the course
of studying makes this necessary.

Only the . authorized text books are to
be used in future.

No religious instruction is to be given
during school hours. |
