Beck: In the early search a pocketbook
was found which it identified as belong-
ing to Calvin, containing several promis-
sory notes payable to Calvin or his
order, among which is the note given by
Alvin Beck to Calvin,spoken of by him to
the neighbors on the day and evening
he was last seen, as hereinbefore set
forth, Said pocketbook contained other
promissory notes signed by parties resid-
ing in the city of New York aggregating
hundreds of dollars in amount, payable
to Calvin or his order, and none of which
bear the endorsement of Calvin, and so
apparently have long been ;due to him
and uncollected. The pocketbook was
found secreted under a bed at times oc-
cupied by said Petley in his lifetime,
apart from the room of the said Cal-
vin, and not in ctounection with
other property undoubtedly belonging
to him. A further search brought
to light two bosom shirts, evidently un-
