their present corps, and have

consequently to herd their cause.

I feel sure that if some zealous

missionaries could be persuaded

to settle amongst these people.

they would soon be able to teach

them, as there are some very bright

voys andquels who are anxious &

willing for instruction, more par-

ticularly if such messionaries

had some knowledge oförming

and could aid andommage
