FISHERY MATTERS.
Frye of Maine Waging War Against Canada,

Washington, April 13.—When the fisheries 
resolution was placed before the senate this 
afternoon, Frye of Maine said he desired to 
call attention of fishing vessels of the United 
States to the absolute necessity, if they would 
be safe and secure, of taking from the collector 
of the port from which they sail s permit 
touch and trade" at provincial ports. The 
only question between ns and Canada was 
whether our fishing vessels should be permit­
ted to buy bait and ice in Canadian 
ports. Frye contended that they had 
that right. The same right] had been 
conferred by law on fishing vesstli on the 
northeastern coaata that had been conferred on 
vessels on the gre»t lakes, ‘l he secretary of 
state of the United States, Frye said, had to­
day assumed the position that he (Frye) had 
been hoping he would aeenme, and entirely dif­
férer t from what the aeiiitsnt secretary of 
state had assumed some weeks ago. Fry» 
quoted the published|3езра*ch of Bayard ton 
Portltnd firm, in which, among other things, 
the secretary of state says substantially, he 
believes our fishing vessel] have a right to alt 
ordinal у commercial privilege) in friendly 
porte and that he hopes to be able to obta’n 
such understanding as would relieve our fisher­
men from all doubt in the exercise of thtir 
privileges.

_ George asked if Frye claimed that we had a 
right under British municipal laws to buy bait 
and ice in Canadian porta and that that right 
had been denied.

Frye said the Canadians, he understood, 
had yielded everything except that right, yet 
that was the most important of all.

Morgan said that if the president were in­
formed that our right to boy bait and ice in 
Canadian ports was denied, he had nothing I» 
do hot to proclaim suspension of all trade be­
tween the two people until the question wae 
settled. In this view Morgan did not btlieve 
it necessary for congress to provide for any 
joint commission to settle the question.

Evarte, after reviewing the history of the 
question, at Borne length, eaid the matter of 
buying ice and bait rested entirely on a com­
mercial basis, on general trade rights. W» 
did not need to look to any treaty bearing on 
the fisheries feront right to buy ice or bait in 
a Canadian port. He (Evarte) wool 1 antici­
pate no protract sd resistance on the part of the 
provinces against our enjoyment of what wae 
now the common poeeeeeion of all friendly na­
tions. There wae no support whatever for the 
proclamation or warning issued by the Cana­
dian minister of marine. It was in fact pre­
cluding all foreign vessels whatever from acceee 
to Canadian porte for any purposes of trade.

Frye’s resolution was then brought to vote 
and agreed to: yeas 35; nays 10. The resolu­
tion declares It to be the eenee rf the senate 
that congress should not provide for any 
joint commission to consider and settle the 
fisheries question.

Imitating the Salvationists.

A singular spectacle was recently witnessed 
in South,London. A mission had been in pro­
grès# for some days in the three parishes— 
Kensington, Lambeth and Newington. Among 
the missionere were Canon Body and Mr. 
Aitken. On the Saturday » procession started 
from St. Mary's Church, a crowd of men 
marching" four abreast. A score of beys, bear­
ing lighted lamps affixed to the ends of long 
poles, were ranged along either fiiuk of the 
procession, another detachment serving 
ae pioneers. In this form they left the 
church and marched through some of 
the principal thoroughfares, singing hymne 
end halting at intervals, when brief addressee 
were made and earnest invitations tendered to 
the people to come and alt and the services In 
the church. Large numbers swelled the pro­
cession by the way and entered the church, 
where appropriate services were celebrated by 
Canon Body. It would thus seem that some 
of the leaders of the English Church have 
learned a lesson from General Booth and have 
made up their minds not to be outdone by hie 
methods.

The erection 
of the piers, we are informed, serves no 
public puipose. but are very useful to aaist 
Mr. Smith in keeping his logs In the p*d. 
The bridges whicts were to be protected byThe 
plere, we are told, are respectively, two And 
віх miles below Mr. Smith’s mill pond, 2nd 
will reel у receive no protection from 
piers.

Mr. Smith wae also the contractor for Ae 
repair of « certain bridge over the Southwest 
branch of the Oromooto, for which be recshfsd 
$478. The specifications as submitted 
assembly. In reply to a motion by Mrf.Wetntori 
the other day, required that the atmtménte 
should be bnllt of cedar, but we are informed 
not one cedar log was put into the bridge. The 
price paid Mr. Smith was, it is #ald, fully 
double what the work was worth, 6nt he had 
to be rewarded for hie political enpport, and 
the cheapest way was to do it ont of the pub­
lic treasury. These matters naturally have 
given rise to much discussion in Banbury, and 
the government and Mr. Glasier are strongly 
condemned for assisting in the perpetration of 
bo grave an abuse of public trust.

KINGS.
Nomination of the People’s Ticket:

D. S. Sinnott of Stndholm, D. W. McKenzie 
of Westfield, and Charles I. Keith of 

Havelock.

A largely attended convention in the inter­
ests of the people of Kings was held in Barnes’ 
hall, Hampton, yesterday aftsmoon. The 
meeting yas called to order at three o’clock, 
"When on wtton Alfred Markham was elected 
chairman and E, A Charters was appointed 
secretary. Among those present were J. A. 
Sinnott of Sussex, J. Roach and T. Roaeh of 
Stndholm, D. Sinnott of Stndholm, Chae. I, 
Keith of Havelock, John McLaughlan of 
Hampton, W. S. Frost of Hampton, Dr. Gil­
christ of Norton, Ed. Fiewelliog of Hampton, 
P. Pittfield of Sussex, Gilbeit W. Titus 
of Norton, J. D. M. Kest ir of Nan- 
wlgewank, G. T. Seoord of btudholm. W. 
McLeod, of Sussex, W. Wayman, of dcndholm, 
Wm. Guiou, of Norton, J, W. Horuebrook, of 
Sussex, Isaac Green, of Norton, W. J. Hunter, 
of Stndholm, Shep. Gray, of Apohaqui, J. W. 
Smith, of Hampton, W. F. Downey, of Apo- 
haqni, E B. Beer, J. L. Harrison, Albert Me- 
Aithur, Sussex; 8. Johnston, Springfield, and 
many others. . After the form of organization 
had been duly arranged, the convention pro­
ceeded to the selection of a committse to 
nominate candidates in opposition to the “com­
bination ticket.” The committee comprised : 
A. B. Hayes, of Norton; Geo. H. Barnee, ef 
Hampton; Geo. L. Good, of Stndholm; E. Mc­
Leod, of Sussex; Weden Fowler, of Hammond; 
Smith Kieretead, of Springfield; D. Harvey, 
of Upham, and M. Nixon, of Rothesay.

The committee retired and after a short ab­
sence returned and reported that they had 
unanimously chosen Messrs. D. 8. Sinnott of 
Stndholm, D. W. McKenzie of Westfield and 
Oharlee I, Keith of Havelock.

On motion of Col. Beer, seconded by R. E. 
McLeod, the report was unanimously ratified, 
amid loud cheere.

Mr. McKenzie in accepting the nomination 
thanked the convention for this high mark of 
their confidence. He wae opposed to extrava­
gance in the administration of public affaire, 
and believed that the pruning knife should be 
ligldly applied. It was for its failure to carry 
out its pledgee of reform that he moat strongly 
condemned the present administration. 
Be would place himself before the
reform and would daring the 
people on the broad platform of more 
fel'y explain his views ti the electors. 
There was a widespread feeling of dissatisfac­
tion throughout the country with the govern­
ment, and thst dissatisfaction had been inten­
sified by the manner in which the elections 
had been sprung on the country—sprung it 
would teem, as if the government were afraid 
to allow time for a free and full discutsion of 
their acts. (Cheers ) He believed that the 
great agricultural county of Kings would 
better represented in the assembly by the 
ticket just named than by two lawyers and a 
doctor. (Renewed cheering.) He urged the 
friends of the ticket to take hold with a deter­
mination to win, and although the time was 
ehoit they could by concerted effort secure n 
solid victory. (Applause).

Mr. Sinnott, in accepting the nomination, 
said that he was opposed to the government, 
because while Mr. Biair bad two-thirde of the 
legislature at hie back, it bad tailed to carry 
out the pledgee made while in opposition. 
(Cneere.) He had no faith in an administra­
tion which has eo flagrantly smnrched its 
record. (Renewed applause.) He felt that 
the good will of the county was with this 
ticket in opposition to the government, and all 
needful to secure its election wae concerted 
woik io_ every parish. Only a few days re­
mained in which to conduct the canvass, and 
it would be impossible for the Candida tea to 
visit all sections of the constituency. It wae 
therefore the imperative duty.of the delegatee 
and committeemen to take hold with a strong 
hand in their respective localities. (Cheers.) 
The spirit manifested by the gentlemen with 
whom he conversed at the convention corrob­
orated the testimony of hie neighbors, who were 
anxious for a new administration—one that 
would keep faith with the people and exercise 
a rigid economy in its public expenditures. 
The county was sick of the petty cheese 
parings of which the Blair administration 
boasted so loudly. They wanted practical re­
forms. (Cheers.)

Mr. Keith briefly thanked the convention 
for his nomination. He had no desire t3 
enter the political arena just yet; as a young 
man he would much rather confine hie attention 
to his business for some to come, but he 
was in the hands of bis friends and 
if they considered that hie candidature would 
add to the strength of the ticket—a ticket for 
provincial reform - he would sink all personal 
considerations and so accept the nomination. 
(Load cheers.) He would, if elected, treat all 
measures on their merits, and would always 
vote for what he considered beet for the inter- 
eats of the country. He asked the enpport of 
all friends of reform, for hie associates ae well 
ae for himself, and would do whatever lay in 
his power to promote the success of the people’s 
ticket. (Applause.)

Dr. Gilchrist complimented the convention 
on the excellency of the material composing 
the.ticki t. It was a wise choice It was not 
sectional. It was representative of both ends 
and the middle of the county. It was not 
composed of two lawyers and a doctor. (Ap- 
plase. ) It was representative of the great in­
terest for which Kings enjoyed a wide fame and 
which was the basis of her wealth. At length 
the farmers of Kings could vote for a farmers’ 
ticket. (Prolonged applause.) There was no 
humbug in this. The gentlemen chosen were 
psaotical farmer) and traders - men of t ie peo­
ple-men who had a stake in the country, and 
men who were producers; not merely consum­
ers. (Cheers) They were conversant with 
the interests of the county; they had eat at 
the muefcipal board and had served a studious 
apprenticeship which would stgnd them in good 
play when they occupied seat) in the legie- 
lature He was an out and out opponent 
of the government. Why? Because of its 
corruption ; its mismanagement of the crown 
lands ; its f'^voritiem ; its bartering of offices ; 
its aggrandizement of York at the expense of 
the rest of the ’province. It had robbed the 
school teachers of $32,000 on the plea of an 
empty treasury and yet it could squander 
$80,000/pr $9 .000 on a wooden bridge at 
Fredericton de challenged any friend of the 
administrât"or to name one générons act in 
all its career. He would work eaily and late 
for the success of the ticket. (Cheers ) 

ft The chairman felt proud of the composition 
of the ticket, representing the sturdy yeomanry 
of Kings. It would have the full support of 
the people, who were generally dissatisfied 
with the acte of the government. He could 
bear personal testimony to at least the bulk 
of the ticket at the municipal board during 
bis watdenehip of the county. (Applause.)

A Duke’s Exploits.

I have been at *11 sports all my life. Salmon 
and . trout I have killed in England; In the

only. I have fished the Wye, the Uak for 
salmon, the Monnow for trout, and many 
other rivers the names of which I forget for 
the moment. In Scotland I have fiahed the 
Spey, the Roy, etc. In Ireland the Black- 
water, the Bride, the Lee, and other rivers. 
In Canada, on the edge of Labrador, the Na- 
tarquhan.

In Lower Canada and New Brunswick the 
Reetigonche, the Metapedlac, and the Upsal- 
quitch. The best 21 consecutive days’ salmon 
fishing I ever bad was in September (I forget 
if it was In 1882 or 1883, but I can ascertain). 
I killed 158 fish, averaging about 14 pounds, in 
the 21 days, an average of Ц fish per diem. 
The largest number in one day wae 12, and on 
another day 11 fish, and they were very plea­
santly distributed over the time.

I was alone; the friends who were coming 
f 'r bslf the time unfortunately could not come. 
The largest fish I ever killed was 26 pounds. 
Have killed a good many between that weight 
and 20 pounds. In Great Britain and Ireland 
I think a 15-pound fish gives more sport than 
the larger ones. In Canada a 23-pound or 25- 
pound fish will run about and jump clean out 
of the water, like a sea trout or grilse, perhaps 
seven or eight times while yon have him on.— 
Duke of Beaufort, in Wishing Gazette.

1885 and 1886, as shown by the tables below 
hae been 33,481, 32,068 and 21,445 tone respec­
tively. Business during the month has been 
extremely quiet, much owing no doubt to the 
inclemency of the weather, and the deliveries 
have been considerably leas than dating March 
last year, prices show no signe of improvement, 
and stocke, though in the aggregate less than 
at the like time last year, are much too heavy 
for the present or any prospective demand.

New Brunswick and Nova Scotia Spruce 
and Pine Deals.—The only arrival during the 
month is a small shipment of 86 standard from St. 
John; there is no improvement in the demand, 
and the deliveries from the yard have been of 
quite a retail character; prices are unchanged, 
and the al -ck remaining over is too heavy. 
Pine deals are rather more enquired for. 
Birch: tbe deliveries have been large, and the 
last sale of a prime fresh parcel from St. John 
show a slight advance; the stock, however, is 
much toe heavy.

Canadian Woods.—Yellow pine timber has 
been quite neglected, and the deliveries during 
the month have been very small, ne change in 
values ie reported, and stocks are too heavy. 
Red pine ie seldom enquired for, and the stock 
Ie ample. Oak logs: The demand has been 
fair, but tbe late sale) from the yard have 
been at lower prices; the stock is still too 
heavy. Oak wagon scantling continues to ar­
rive too freely, viz. : 49,000 cubic feet against 
43,000 feet same ffionth last year; the demand 
is felling off, and the stock accumulating, lata 
ealee have been at lower prices. Elm hae 
gone more freely into consumption, but the 
stock is still too heavy and prices are lower. 
Ash is in fair demand and the stock ie moder­
ate. Pine deals have been in dull demand, tbe 
dt liveries during the month being 720 stand­
ards, against 1,260 standards same month last 
year; the et3ck remaining over 1b too heavy 
and prices are lower. Staves are neglected, 
and the stock ie sufficient.

Baltic and European Woods.—The arrivals 
during the month have been six vessels, 2,428 
tons, against 22 vessels, 11,427 tone during a 
like period 1 istiyear. Fir timber has not been im- 
Dorted, the stock is light, but sufficient for the 
limited demand. Red deals have moved off 
very slowly and the etockie heavy,little; if any, 
contract business is reported. Flooring boards 
are lighter in stock than for a long time past, 
still the demand ie so dull that there ie little in­
ducement for importers to contract, and prices 
have had a downward tendency. Of masts and 
spars there have been no arrivals, and stocks, 
which are now always held by the dealers, are 
light In fir stavee little has been doing and 
prices rule low.

The following tables shew the supply of the leading 
I articles of Import from the 28th January, 1886, to

‘They want to make me pay tb- fare all 
the way from London, and I've o. 1/ come 
from Lamborne,’ answered Boldon In an 
humble tone,

‘Of oousee you must pay the whole fare. 
There’ a by-law on purpose, made and pro­
vided,’

Mr. Boldon mournfully shook his head. 
‘Oh, no, sir,’ he said meekly, ‘I really can’t 
do that.’

‘You’ll have to go to the lock-up thee,’ 
rejoined the station master,|roughly. You’d 
beet pay up.’

Mr. Boldon only shook hie head again and 
aighed heavily.

As the lawyer expected the official was ex­
asperated by bis obstinacy and encouraged 
in his high-handed manner by tbe meekness 
with which he was confronted. None of the 
railway people recognized in the shabbily 
dressed, uoebaven individual before them 
the spruce gentleman who had paid a poor 
man’s fare a few days before.

‘Bonner, go for a constable,’ eaid the sta­
tion-master, with the air of an inflexible 
judge awarding a term of twenty years’ 
penal servitude.

‘Don't do that; I’ll give you my name and 
address, I’m known in the place—that is, 
I’m quite respectable, you know.’

‘On, I dare eay,‘ returned the station- 
master, with true official superciliousness.

‘Don’t you think,’ suggested Boldon, 
almost timidly—‘don’t yon think it might 
be as well to telegraph to London for in­
structions?'

The station master frowned.
•They oonld’nt complain of yon In that 

case, at any rate,’ pursued Boldon.
The station master hesitated.
‘I’ll wait In the waiting-room till yon get 

an answer,’ said Boldon, as he led the way 
to that cheerful apartment.

The official darted a suspicions glance at 
his prisoner. Still, the advice was prudent 
and he acted upon it. In half an hour the 
answer oame back. ‘The pasaeager without 
a ticket muet pay the fare from London, or 
be charged before the magistrates.’

‘Jnat let me see the message you’ve got,’ 
eaid Boldon, when the result was announced 
to him. 'If it la as you eay I’ll go quietly 
or else pay.'

They showed him the message.
‘No, I really can’t pay all that money, 

you know,’ said Bolson sadly, aa he read tbe 
telegram ; and accordingly he wae marched off 
to the po.ice office, guarded by a policeman 
on the right and by a constable in the im­
posing uniform of the Great Railway Com­
pany on the left.

As it was Saturday night, nothing could 
be done that day, and Mr. Boldon did not 
choose to disturb the Sabbath rest of Mr. 
Lionel Winn, his only available friend, by 
ashing him to bail him out on Sunday,

Go the Monday morning, however, an 
early message was sent to Mr. Winn and he 
promptly appeared and bajled out the young 
lawyer, who was heartily tired of his incar­
ceration. Later in the day the case came 
on before the magistrates and Mr. Boldon 
attended with the landlady of the inn at 
Lamborne and one of the shopkeepers, who 
were able and willing to prove that he 
could not possibly have travelled from a 
greater distance than Lamborne on the pre­
ceding Saturday night. The charge wae of 
course dismissed, one of the magistrates, a 
jolly old fellow named Braoebridge, remark­
ing that Mr. Boldon, who seemed to be a 
respectable solicitor, had been treated 
shamefully, and that if he stood in Mr, Bol­
den’s place he would be inclined to let the 
Great Railway Company hear of the matter 
again.

Next day the Weetborongh Independent 
contained, a long aocouht of the 'incredible 
and really scandalous outrage to which 
of the most respected members of the legal 
profession in onr town hae been subjected;' 
and it need hardly be said that, in a day or 
two, the courte at which the worthy magis­
trate had hinted wae adopted. Mr. Boldon 
brought his action against the railway com­
pany for false imprisonment and malicious 
prosecution.

As everybody knows, Weetborongh is an 
assize town, and the case of Boldon v, the 
Great Railway Company excited a good deal 
of public Interest. Every!ody wished to 
know how the law stood on the question, 
fur everybody had had occasion some time 
or other to travel without a ticket.

Mr. Bustard, Q. C., wae counsel for the 
plaintiff, and nooly he performed his talk. 
He pictured hii client, a member of an hon­
orable profession, a gentleman of delicate 
and sensitive feelings, dragged by tbe rath- 
lees hands of the police through the crowded 
streets on a Saturday night, exposed to the 
rude gaze of the jeering mob, and shut up 
in a odd lonely cell for the greater part of 
two whole days. And all for what? Be­
cause this gentleman had the courage, the 
public spirit, to resist an unreasonable and 
illegal impost. __

It was the interest of every railway trav- 
eller—he might, therefore, aay of every 
man, woman and child in the three king­
doms that the rights of the traveller and the 
liberty of the subject should be vindicated 
in the person of hie client, *My client does 
not ears for damages, gentlemen,’ said Mr. 
Bustard in conclusion. ‘That is not hie ob­
ject in coming here. His object is to expose 
an abuse, an illegal abase gentlemen, which 
hae been too long continued—to dear bis 
own character ef the ignominy which baa 
been east upon it—to vindicate the sacred 
principle of the liberty of a free-born Eag- 
llehman,’

Ae for the question of law, Mr. Lynx, who 
wae for th| railway company, hardly ven- 
tnredjto rely upon it. ‘It has been held over 
and over again,’ said Mr. Justice Portmao, 
‘that this by-law la bad and illegal. It af­
fects to Inflict a fine of arbitrary and vary-
