Bhipping Notes.

HALIFAX, N. 8., Dec 20.—The Ca-
nadian Pacific steamer Empress of
Ireland, Capt. Foster, which sailed
from  Liverpool on December 14th, ar-
rived in port and anchored
stream at 6.18 o’clock this evening. The
officials boarded the royal mail tender,
Pastime, which started for the big
liner at 6.80. Just previous to the Pas-
time casting off
‘marine agent of the C. P. R., inquired
if the Chronicle representative was on
board. The Chronicle man hearing his
name mentioned, at once made his
presence known. Mr. Dewolf thén re-
‘quested him to go ashore, informing
him that there was no use in his go-
ing out to the ship, as he had positive
instructions that no Chronicle repre-
sentative was to be allowed to board
the Empress. Mr. Dewolf gave as the
reason for this extraordinary embargo
that the Chronicle had been deliberate~
1y misrepresenting facts with regard to
the arrival and departure of the ships
from this port and means of transfer-
ring the mails.

Mr. Dewolf, however, graciously of-
fered the Chronicle reporter- the privi-
lege of going out alongside of the big
liner on the Pastime, but the reporter
not caring for this the generous offer
was politely declined.

Besides the mails eleven passengers,
who insisted on departing at this port,
were allowed to land here, ten saloon
and one second cabin. W. J. Lawrence,
a West India merchant, pleaded to be
allowed to land here, but permission
was refused,_notwlthstanding the fact
that his wife and daughter were on the
lighter which was -alongside. He was
carried around to St John and will
have to return to Halifax by rail.

The Empress met with very stormy
weather up to Wednzsday afternoon
last. The paasengers state that the
ship behaved splendidly but notwith-
standing the seas at times washed over
her in large quantities. No damage
was sustained.

On Tuesday last the worst gale of the
voyage was experienced, the wind in-
creasing during the day, until at 4 P.
m. it became so bad that the Empress
had to be put at half speed and re-
mained so until 8 p. m., when the gale
moderated some and she was again put
on full speed. Her daily runs were:

Saturday, Dec. 15—298 miles.
Sunday, Dec. 16—228 miles.
Monday, Deec. 17, 416 miles.
Tuesday, Dec. 18—376 miles.
Wednesday, Dec. 19—428 miles.
Thursday, Dec. 20—434 - miles.

The steamer landed 1,200 packages of
mail and sailed for St. John at 9.11 to-
night. The mail train got away at
11.30. i

Toronto passengers who went bY
train gave as their reason for landing
at Halifax, that they would reach Tor-
onto on Saturday morning, which
would be as quick as though they had
taken the fast liner which left Liver-
pool the same day as the Empress of
Ireland for New York.

In connection with the steamer’s ar-
rival here last month one of the pack-
ages of mail intended for Japan came
ashore with the Canadisn mails and
was carried forw ard by the Intercol-
onial. It was sald to be ahead of the
rest of the Oriental mails, but although
it was for a time out of the custody of
