Mr. Rockefeller refused to use the 
oil, because he Is persuaded that noth­
ing can make his hair grow; he de­
nied himself the lozenges, which are 
for digestion, because golf has given 
him a power of assimilating food which 
is the delight of his chef.

an interesting evperiment
WITH OXYGEN.
(Montreal Star.)

One ef our prominent doctors, a sci­
entist of the faculty of Paris, at a re­
cent boxing bout at Montreal, Canada, 
expressed himself freely on what he 
thought "the gross ignorance of sec­
onds in handling boxers by forcing 
(by means of towels and fans) Impure 
and smoke-laden air into their lungs. 
He claimed that pure oxygen properly 
administered to a boxer would pro­
duce Infinitely better results. ,

It is generally known that all mus­
cular effort burns a great quantity of 
oxygen and produces an equal amount 
of carbonic acid, which paralyses the 
muscular energy, lessens the vitality 
and reduces the sum of effort of which 
man is capable; that one’s energy or 

of resistance Is based on thepower
blood from the air In the lungs. It is 
also known that life Is maintained by 
chemical combuselon, and the more 

at one’s disposal thepure oxygen 
greater the number of these combus­
tions that can be produced, thus In­
creasing one’s energy and making 
great resistance possible. It will be 
seen then that oxygen acts as a stimu­
lant, Increasing the force and reducing 
Abe velocity of the pulse., Ajj It Is es­
pecially valuable In cases of acute 
pneumonia, heart failure, etc., (which 
diseases produce a lack of oxygen In 
much the same manner as does the 
great effort necessary in a strenuous 
boxing bout), the doctor believed that 
If a man could Inhale a sufficient quan­
tity of oxygen during rests he would 
not feel tired, because the lost energy 
would be readily renewed.

AN INTERESTING EXPERIMENT.

Prompted by scientific motives, and 
acting along strictly scientific princi­
ples, the doctor experimented on 
Louis Beansey (formerly of Troy, N. 
Y., but now of Montreal) in a fight 
betwen the latter and Beth McLeod, 
champion welterweight of New Bruns­
wick on March the 11th last. McLeod

Beauty in SL John.
The family life of the Spanish court 

is conducted with much simplicity, 
and since the advent of Queen Victor­
ia Eugenie several English customs 
have been introduced, such as afternoon 
tea—a thing formerly unknown—and 
certain English dishes at the luncheon 
and dinner tables. These things, how­
ever, do not encroach upon the formal 
etiquette of official observances and 
royal ceremonies for which the court 
of Spain is famous.' Breaches In this 
direction would give grave offence to 
the grandees of the country, whose 
traditions have been handed down with 
unswerving regimen from the Austrian 
epoch.

A Spanish prince or princess is ush­
ered Into the world with quaint obser­
vance and stately ceremony, writes 
Mary Spencer Warren In the London 
Express. The abolition of the Salle 
law In 1830 insures the future succes­
sion of a princess to the throne should 
the reigning sovereigns have no son 
bom to them. But it goes without say­
ing that the Spaniards would far rather 
owe their allegiance to a king than a 
queen, and so when the birth of an In­
fant In direct succession Is Imminent a 
bar Is ardently desired by all classes.

When the coming of the future king 
or queen is expected clothes and nurses 
—as in other households—are subjects 
of paramount Importance. In the pres­
ent Instance the young Queen of Spain 
has had presents from all directions, 
the ladies of her adopted country es­
pecially having forwarded numerous 
robes richly trimmed with costly lace.
Her Majesty’s own nurse for the royal 
baby has been chosen, in accordance 
with Spanish custom, from the peas­
antry of the Asturias.

This province is noted for Its hand­
some women, a number of whom are 
always summoned to the palace at Ma­
drid prior to an expected birth. From 
these women one Is finally selected, 
and the rejected ones, to compensate 
them for their disappointment, are 
sent home literally loaded with pres­
ents as well as with a sum of money, 
and their entire expenses to and fro are 
also defrayed. Quite naturally this 
office is thought most highly of, and 
whoever la selected Is a person to be 
envied, for she occupies an extremely 
prominent position throughout the first 
year or so of the baby's life, and when 
her duties are ended she receives a 
monthly pension and is in fact a rich 
woman for one of her class. Her official 
dress consists of black velvet and lace 
and silver chains of office.

When the birth of the little prince or 
princess Is imminent certain high dig­
nitaries are, in accordance with prece­
dent, summoned to thé palace, these 
consisting of representatives of the 
Church, the army and the navy, the 
royal household, the Prime Minister 
and deputations from the Cortes. The 
Mistress of the Robes must also be 
present, as she has a special duty to 
perform. These officials all assemble in 
an apartment adjoining that of the 
Queen, while the tidings of the expect­
ed event naturally gets known through­
out the city and the Inhabitants with 
one accord are wont to assemble in the 
Plaza del Oriente and vicinity. From 
here they can watch for the appear­
ance of the additional royal standard— 
with its broad and yellow folds showing
