At the meeting of the Bohool Board
last evening it was decided to take
legal action to compel the city council
to provide the board with the §182,
875,34 asked for for the current year,
instead of $172,876.84 which the com-
missioners placed in the assessment.
The. school trustees declared that if
all other public boards had followed
their example and reduced their esti-
mates, as they did, the commission-
ers would have no need to presume to
cut the school estimates. They argued
that the city was bound to recognize
the act under which the board had
power to make up its estimates with-
out interference, and that if they per-
mitted the commissloners to cut their
estimates this year it would establish
a precedent and enable the city com-
missioners to make another cut next
year.

If the School Board is able to com-
pel the city to make good the dif-
ference, the city will have to econo-
mize in some of its departments or
carry an overdraft of $10,000.

The secretary reported that he had
applied to the city chamberlain on
January 30th for one-twelfth of the
school assessment. Instead of giving
him $16,239.61, or one-twelfth of $182,-
875.84, the board's estimate, the cham-
berlain wrote out a check for $14,
426.37, or 1-12 of $172,876.34, The sec-
retary informed the chamberlain that
he would accept the check on account.

T. H. Bullock, chairman of the Fin-
ance Committee, sald the common
council had made no reply to the
School Board’s communication stating
that it could not keep up the eficiency
of the schools or repair buildings, if
they cut their original estimates, The
action of the city council involved a
principle, and might establish a prece-
dent that would be dangerous. If the
commisgioners could treat the School
Board this year as they pleased they
could do the same next year. If the
commissioners could reduce the school
estimates by $10,000y there would be
nothing to prevent them making a re-
duction next year of $100,000,

“If the School Board is incompetent,
then we should resign,” said Mr. Bul-
lock.

“When we undertook to make up our
estimates, it was with the lidea of
keeping them down as low as possible
in view of general conditions,” he
added.

“We are not incurring any extraor-
dinary expenses. We cut the estimates,
it is for the citizens to judge us.

Bad Financing.

“The question involved in the dif-
ference between the city council and
the School Board is a very important
one; we can't afford to permit such
a precedent to be blished. It is
a very unfortunate state of affairs,
but the school trustees are not to
blame for the commissioners’ bad fin-
ancing. We 4id not increase our es-
timates, but kept them under last
year., The Mayor may make compari-
sons of our expenditures over a term
of years. But if we want to go back
and consider the city’s expenditures,
especially the great increases which
have taken place during the commis-
sion regime, we could find grounds to
criticize the council. Our increases
for school purposes have been less
than in other cities in Canada. The
Mayor comes to our exercises and tells
our teachers they are underpaid. Then
he puts up a battle against us, simply
b the s have got
thémselves in a hole financially. Our
school institutions must be kept up,
and our teachers paid. Unless we get
the $10,000 we must let our buildings
run down, We can borrow the money,
but the city should carry the overdraft
not us. We have lived within the act.
If the act means anything, the city
ghould live up to it, and provide the
amount we asked.” If necessary we
should bring pressure to bear through
the proper authorities.”

Mr. Bullock then moved the follow-
ing resolntion:

In view of the fact thet the city
commigsioners have notified this board
that our estimates have been cut by
$10,000,

Be it resolved that an order be ask-
ed \through the proper channels, re-
quiring the city to pay to the board
monthly during the year a sum equal

They are an
able-bodied crowd and were in the
best of humor in the Central Station
and the war did not appear to bother
them in the least, what they chiefly
desired was work.

Yesterday afternoon the police took
two German boye from a bark lying
at one of the wharves, they were
handed over to Captain Peters of the
62nd for investigation. Another Ger-
man who has been boarding at Louis
Fader's on Pond street was taken to
Central Station and proved that he
had resided in-France for some years
and had his passports.

An Austrian by the name of Dionis
Petrink, aged fifty-five years, was de-
tained at police headquarters for fur-
ther investigation. It has been stat-
ed that although this man has been
without work since last August he has
been boarding in the city, wandering
about the I. C. R. depot.and going just
wherever he wished. He had not been
held up and had never registered.
